3.1 – County Councillor Navarro attended the meeting. Cllr Navarro also had recently had a meeting with a member of public who had raised concerns regarding road safety around the school, including the potential introduction of a reduced speed limit or the installation of a zebra crossing. It was noted that an LHI (Local Highways Initiative) application can be submitted now the window is open; this will need to be considered at the next meeting, as a financial contribution from the Parish will be required.
The fencing along the busway was discussed, including its impact on journey times and the reduction in bus speed limits due to health and safety requirements. While there have been no significant complaints reported to Highways, Cllr Navarro is working closely with them and will continue to seek updates.
