	7.2 Increase of hire rate for the seminar room - from 1st April the hourly hire rate for the Seminar Room will be £14.50 + vat per hour, an increase of £1.00 per hour. All councillors present approved new rate. 

08/04/2025	Overcote Update. 
8.1 – Life Saving Equipment / No Mooring Signs. It has been confirmed the ‘No mooring’ signs have been put in place. Clerk to check if the life buoy has been set  up.
8.2 – Fencing. A gate has been offered to fill the gap in the fence by BSSR. Cllr J Davies suggested the council go to check the road surfaces. Cllrs J Davies, G Fenn and R Robinson have agreed to visit the site before the next meeting to check the surfaces and fence gaps to advise the best way to proceed.
		 
09/04/2025	Pavilion  / Green Update.	 
9.1 Pitch hire charges/user agreement  - Cllr G Twiss advised as the council maintains the pitch the hire rate should be raised to offset these costs. Cllr G Fenn proposes cllrs plan a payment structure for changing the hire costs for next meeting, which includes a fee for the pavilion. Cllr M Grange to draw up new user agreement. 
9.2  Regular green maintenance – MC maintenance provided a quote at Cllr G Fenn request. It was noted that the amount was within the council’s budget. Cllr G. Twiss raised concerns regarding the land drains, requesting an inspection or an invoice to confirm that the drains have been properly installed.  Cllrs G Fenn and J Davies proposed to discuss costs with the community centre, proposing that the council pay half the costs of the planned maintenance.

		10.1 Hanson Aggregates – no update
10.2 Town Lands Charity. – no update, meeting scheduled for May.
10.3 Over Community Association – It was agreed that the opening of the skatepark will be combined with the June Fun Day event. The installation of solar panels is underway. The grant has been received, and the charging points are active and functioning.
10.4 Over Day Centre – Cllr R Day circulated a report prior to the council meeting which stated the following; Client fee raise has been agreed by clients. New flooring in the hall to be laid over the Easter weekend. Installation of solar panels has been agreed with SCDC and can now go ahead.
10.5 OSKA Group Update  -The project is on track and progressing as planned. 
Concrete poured and stenciling has started. Grand opening aiming for 10th June in conjunction with community centre fun day.
10.6 Play Equipment Group Update.  Cllr J Davies inquired about the planning for expenditure on the interactive boards from Wicksteed. 
                   
11/04/2025	Maintenance to Parish Land (including ponds).
11.1 – Sandpit Pond. Cllr G Fenn meeting with David Bridgman on Friday 11th April. Cllr G Twiss expressed concern regarding the Norman way end ditch.  He highlighted that there are willow runners on the roadside of the ditch that need to be removed before they grow too large. 

12/04/2025	OSKA Update – Business Impact on the Community Centre. 
	12.1 The moving of the 9x9 pitch is only temporary. The marking of the smaller pitch within the larger pitch at OCC was the preferred option of the youth football chair but not agreed by the users of the main pitch.

13/04/2025	Bus Shelters and Timetables.    Cllr J. Davies has correspondence from a villager who raised concerns about the local bus services, including the need for better signage and bus shelters. The timetables currently available are shortened and inaccurate/outdated. The villager inquired about who is responsible for installing bus shelters and expressed a desire for the council to campaign to improve signage and provide better shelters. The Clerk is to contact Cllr Firouz Thompson to discuss the issue and add it to the next agenda. The Clerk will also request that updated timetables be printed for inclusion on the noticeboard and will speak to Stagecoach about obtaining a full bus timetable for display.
