Full Council Meeting 
01/09/2025	Public Participation. 
A member of the public attended to raise matters relating to a previously circulated email and agenda item 17, concerning litter on the recreation ground and skate park. The possibility of establishing a paid litter-picking role was discussed. The member of the public also highlighted the lack of dog waste bins near Chain Farm and Overcote. Clerk to contact South Cambs regarding the bins. In addition, concern was expressed regarding the edges of the skate park being unstable. The Council noted that this matter has been under discussion with Betongpark; the issue arises due to hot weather preventing grass growth on the edges, which can be resolved by reseeding.

03/09/2025	Reports from County and District Councillors. 
		3.1 – County Councillor – No report received prior to the meeting. 
3.2 – District Councillors – Councillor report had been circulated before the meeting. It mentioned that the community warden scheme in Willingham was said to be subsidising Over, but councillors pointed out that in past years it’s actually been the other way round, with Over helping to subsidise Willingham.

4.1 Cllr H Baker was co-opted to fill the casual vacancy. After completing the declaration of acceptance, Cllr Baker was formally welcomed by the Chair and fellow councillors.

08/09/2025	Finance.
	8.1 It was agreed to approve the schedule of payments for August and September 2025, below.
	8.2 The councillors reviewed the accounts risk assessment document and agreed to accept it, subject to the inclusion of a “Responsible Person” column and a timeline for each action.
	8.3 All approved the SLCC pay increase and amendment to the standing order for the clerk salary going forward. 
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09/09/2025	Overcote Update. 
The barrier has not yet been ordered due to threats that it may be cut down. Councillors discussed delaying installation and agreed to report the threats. Bins are becoming an increasing issue, as the maintenance team clearing bins from Overcote have been leaving excess rubbish at the Community Centre. The temporary toilets are to be removed at the end of September. They have been considered a successful addition, with no complaints received from either the public or the toilet company. Clerk to follow up on arranging the “Coffee with a Cop” event.

10/09/2025	Pavilion  / Green Update.
Several cracks have appeared on the green, some of which have been repaired by MC Maintenance. Parts of the field have sunk due to the clay drying and shrinking. Councillors noted that the land may need to be raised, which would need to be done in sections and may require relocating the small football pitch. Cllr Fenn to discuss with MC Maintenance to obtain quotes for this work. Cllr R Day working on new pavilion user agreement. 
	
11/09/2025	Reports from Reps on Village Organisations. 
10.1 Town Lands Charity – It was advised that October is the deadline for groups looking for donations.
10.2 Over Community Association – No meetings held in the summer. Solar panels are now on.
10.3 Over Day Centre – Attendance at the centre has improved over the summer. An Open Day was held on 11th June to showcase improvements, which was very successful. Permission has been granted for the installation of solar panels; however, additional conditions regarding maintenance and installation have been imposed, so quotes will need to be revisited and revised.
The second minibus is now being prioritized, as clients are willing to commit to more days at the centre if the additional bus is available. 
The front extension project will be put out to tender for bids. 
A campaign is underway to recruit additional trustees.
10.4 OSKA Group Update  - Now the weather has changed we need to contact Betongpark to sort the ground maintenance. 
10.5 Play Equipment Update. – Eibe not taking responsibility for their workmanship on playground. We have had several issues with clips on trampoline, many have had to be replaced. Also issues concerning bolts which have been frequently checked by the handyman.
		10.6 Brice Aggregates. – Cllr R Robinson not at meeting to provide update.
                    
12/09/2025	Maintenance to Parish Land (including ponds). 
		Waiting for a quote to pull the reeds from sandpit pond from MC maintenance.

13/09/2025	Bus stops/signs/timetables. 
Two new bus stops have been installed on Mill Road; however, signs and timetables have not yet been provided. Cllr Theobold has observed solar-panelled timetables in Willingham and wishes to gather further information. Clerk to email Cllr Navarro regarding the Willingham bus stops to obtain more details. Cllr Theobold to contact the company Papercast for additional information.

		14.1 Contract fee – Cllr Fenn requested to hold over until further discussions with Eibe. 
		 
15/09/2025       FOPS request for contribution to play equipment.
15.1 Councillors reviewed and discussed the request from FOPS for new play equipment. It was noted that S106 funds may be available for this purpose. The Clerk is to investigate whether S106 monies can be used for this project and whether the parish council is permitted to allocate S106 funds in this way.
	
16/09/2025	Swavesey Parish Council Boxworth End development.
Councillors discussed concerns regarding water from Swavesey drains causing flooding and increased surface water in Over. Cllr Fenn suggested supporting Swavesey, noting that as neighbouring parishes, Over can appreciate their concerns, including issues such as increased traffic. It was agreed to support Swavesey as being neighbours we can see their concerns with issues like increased traffic. 

17/09/2025	Request for litter picking equipment – email from m.o.p. 
Councillors approved purchase of 5 litter picking sticks. Also discussed was the request for appointing a litter picker as a paid position, clerk to look into previous contract held by litter picker.
