	Works completed in Over with Dragon Patcher and conventional potholes fixed over the last 	month, The junction of High Street and Long Furlong was not all complete. – Highways are 	having conversations with Milestone for updates on works delivery for both conventional 	pothole repairs and Dragon Patcher repairs. Once they have had confirmation of what has 	and hasn’t been completed, they can assess any chase ups/additional works.
	Longstanton Road and the plans for the sides of the road – Possible works for Conventional 	potholes or Dragon Patcher repairs for this road. 
	Long term plan for Glover Street and Long Furlong – both roads and footpaths – CCC are 	currently undergoing a restructure which has given Highways the opportunity to redesign 	the way that they submit streets and locations for future surface treatments and large-	scale works. This design will send these large maintenance issues to their dedicated asset 	management teams for them to assess and plan into a 5-year programme if the deem 		appropriate. James Broder from Highways has discussed this onsite and believe that both 	roads would be suitable for a surface treatment, and then will be submitting these as 	future sites. We would then need to wait for an assessment from the Carriageways team 	and seek their approval/rejection.
