	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues- Mr Bridgman had emailed a short report to the Chairman. His main concern is the state of the Green which is very waterlogged. He has purchased an item of equipment to assist with the aeration of the Green. It was noted that the drains are still running efficiently and therefore the issue appears to be due to the volume of rainfall. The WI inform us that the missing piece of the Village sign appears to have been mislaid and they are looking into the possibility of its replacement. We have now received two quotes for the replacement of the Pavilion doors and windows and we are expecting a third one shortly.  Mr Lewis has looked at the insulation in the Pavilion and it appears there is no cavity insulation and very little in the loft. The toilet doors are rotten but have been made good as far as possible at present.

	CLERK’S SALARY AND HISTORIC UNDERPAYMENT

	
	Mr Twiss had prepared a paper in relation to this matter and he explained that the Clerk’s contract had provided for an annual increment in scale along with annual appraisals but these had not been implemented. The result is that there is a sum due to the Clerk and Mr Fenn proposed that, as this was a contractual agreement this amount should be paid to the Clerk at the most appropriate time before the end of the current tax year. Seconded by Mr Oxley, unan. It was agreed that this year's appraisal be carried out by the Chair and Vice-Chair as soon as possible, and that the setting of a date for the appraisal be made an agenda item annually. The current pay award runs until 2016.  Mr Twiss noted that although the Clerk’s salary payments made each month are the gross amounts, we do have a PAYE scheme and the Clerk informed Councillors that she had requested her personal allowances be allocated by HM Revenue and Customs partly against her Parish Council income, so that there was no need to pay over a monthly submission of tax (her pay is below the national insurance limit so there is no liability here either). There will be an amount due in respect of the back-pay once this is paid to the Clerk.

	DETERMINATION OF 2015/16 PRECEPT

	
	A budget document had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting. Mr Twiss requested the Council go into private session and proposed the press and public be excluded from the meeting due to the nature of the business to be discussed, seconded by Mr Fenn. Agreed.  Following discussions of the budget document and other suggested projects a required figure of £36,000 was arrived at to include a grant of £3,000 to the Over Day Centre, £4,000 for the refurbishment of the Pavilion but no donation to the Youth Club this coming year. Mr Burling proposed we request a precept amount for 2015/16 of £36,000, seconded by Mr Fenn, unan. The bank statements were reviewed in conjunction with the accounts for the nine months to 31st December. It was also noted that the Internal audit report should be circulated to all Councillors on receipt by the Clerk. It was also agreed the Clerk join SLCC and the subscription for this be taken from the training budget.
