	VILLAGE MATTERS

	5.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues. 

A brief report had been received and the Chairman summarised this. The defibrillator is in place, the soft-fall surfacing at the Recreation Ground has been repaired and the benched outside the Pavilion have now been attended to, the repairs to the bins have now been carried out and a new bin will be put at the top of Turn Lane. The next verti-draining treatment on the Green will take place shortly. There is now another area of soft-fall which needs repair, this time on the Green and Mr Bridgman will obtain a quote for this. He will also be painting the metal work on all the benches over summer and asked if we could confirm what colour we would like these, it was agreed they should be painted green as they are now.  We have received a quote for tree works in Fen End and Sandpit Pond, these works total £800 plus VAT and Mr Twiss proposed we accept this, seconded by Mr Lewis, unan. Mr B Sutton reported that Mrs Stripe, of Longstanton Road had approached him with concerns about the drainage at Sandpit Pond. Mr Couper also noted that there was a lot of litter in and around the skate park area, Mr Fenn had also received an email from Mr Bridgman who was concerned about the bins at the Recreation Ground as they seem to be overflowing-he had emptied them on this occasion but this was not part of his remit. It was felt that as the waste in these bins would be a direct result of the activities at the Recreation Ground and Centre this should be properly disposed of in the Centre’s commercial waste container, we will ask Mr Burling to take this issue up with the Centre Committee.
Mr Twiss noted that there is an increase in activity at the Elm Leisure site and visitors have now started to park on our land opposite this area. This was discussed and although we have no issue with this in principle it was felt we should write to Mr Monks and request that he seek our permission to do this each year as a matter of course.
Mr Twiss had looked at the County Council’s street lighting dimming/turning off proposals and noted that it appeared that whilst the larger villages were quite drastically affected, the smaller parishes appeared to be almost untouched.

	S106 Mill Road. We have received an email from the District Council planning department requesting information as to what projects we would be looking to fund from any section 106 funds receivable in relation to this development. Following some discussion it was agreed that, although we do not support this application we would look to secure funds should the development go ahead, the large projects we would look to fund would be the refurbishment of the Pavilion and the refurbishment of the skate park. It was felt that a play area on site would be more appropriate for use by younger children than one located elsewhere in the Village.

	Report from recent planning committee meeting-As previously noted in Cllr Burling’s report this matter has been deferred pending legal clarification of certain issues. Mr Twiss will attend the meeting at which this matter will be discussed. Mr Twiss reported that the District Council planning portal has now been improved and is more user friendly. Mr Couper noted that planning documentation differs from one application to another and wondered if the planning forum meetings would be a suitable platform to raise the issue of whether these could be standardised. Mr Twiss, having attended such meetings, stated there would be no opportunity to raise such an issue at these meetings.

	Fishing-We have received a request from someone who is involved in the control of crayfish to fish for them at Overcote, we have consulted with the fishing club and they are liaising with the Environment Agency. 
Over Town Lands-The Trustees would like another Parish Council representative. Mr Lewis offered to take on this role and this was agreed, we will inform them accordingly. 
Hanson-Wildlife population is increasing. 
Over Day Centre-A working group has been set up to look at a forward plan in light of their funding issues.

A14 upgrade-The timetable for this has now been drawn up.
Northstowe-An application for building on one of the areas of land is expected soon. Mr Twiss also reported that work on the Hatton’s Lane lakes is commencing and he has raised concerns over the impact of this on the B1050. It is proposed that there will be 12 lorries making 2/3 journeys per hour and although they are arranging to wash the wheels of the vehicles leaving the site before they join the road his concern is that this will not stop the mud coming out of the bottom of the trucks. 
OCA-Mr Burling had submitted a brief report stating that the Chairman has now resigned and no new Chair has been elected, the Committee are looking into obtaining quotes for upgrading and refurbishing the toilets and showers, they have now joined ACRE so hopefully this will allow them to access funding and legal advice, the Funday is scheduled for 11th June and finance is on course to meet budget if the March figures are as good as expected.
