	To receive update relating to the Green and Village issues-Mr Bridgman had given an update in relation to the Green and village matters. Mr Bridgman has suggested some minor amendments to the Green user agreement and these will be circulated to Councillors for consideration at the next meeting when the fees are reviewed. He has also suggested the Parish Council might look into hiring a eurobin for the waste as the volume is becoming too much for the wheelie bins he has been given by the District Council, it may be possible for this to be situated at the primary school if space can be made available and he will pursue this further. He has asked if we can provide him with the letters to inform the residents surrounding the Green that the hedge is to be cut. 
Signage on the Green-Mr Fenn will measure the signage on the Green and then order replacements.
Pavilion Roof repairs- On hold at present.
Fencing for the play area at the Recreation Ground- We now have a quote for this but are awaiting the detailed quote, this will be considered at the precept setting meeting.
Play Equipment refurbishment or renewal-Quotes from two suppliers have been received and these will be circulated to Councillors for consideration.
Skate park litter bin- We have received interest from a parishioner and it was agreed we should contact her to ask if she would like to take this on for a trial period of a month, it was envisaged that it would take around two hours or so per week and that payment would be at the minimum wage level. It was agreed we ask if she would like to invoice the Parish Council during this trial period. The Community Association have said that the litter collected from this area cannot be put into their waste bins.
Ponds-It was noted that both Sandpit Pond and Duce’s Pond both look really good now following the recent works carried out to both areas.
