	VILLAGE MATTERS

	5.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues. 

The Chairman ran through the issues raised in the Groundsman’s report for the month. At 7.35 after receiving a telephone call Mr Fenn gave his apologies and left the meeting. Mr Twiss took the Chair and continued to address the Groundsman’s report. Various maintenance issues were noted and the Cricket Club have raised the issue of the possible dedication of one of the benches on the Green with Dave. Mr Friend will discuss further with the Club Committee.  It was noted that the next Village Market is scheduled for 27th February. The quote for the safety surfacing repair at the Recreation Ground has been received, this is for £163.23 plus VAT. Mr T Sutton proposed this be accepted, seconded by Mr B Sutton, unan. Various tree works quotes have also been received, the total of these works was £980.00 plus VAT, Mr Robinson proposed these quotes be accepted en block, seconded by Mr Lewis, unan, it was noted there is a fallen tree in the Pound and we will ensure Atlas remove this as part of their work there. The WI have offered to undertake the cosmetic enhancement of the village noticeboard outside the shop, this also needs some repair to the frame/hinges and it was agreed we should ask Mr Wookey to see to this for us.

	REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

	6.1
	County Council-Our County Councillor was not present but his report had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting. Mr Burling noted that, following on from the County Council report regarding the state of King Street, he had spoken with a resident of King Street who had told him, as far as he was concerned, there was no issue with HCVs in King Street.

	6.2
	District Council-Cllr Burling reported that the Section 106 officer had suggested that he, Cllr Burling and the Clerk meet to discuss the issue of what these funds could be used for. This will be progressed. Cllr Burling also noted that the decision regarding County Council divisions had now been agreed and, in spite of our representations, Over will be with Longstanton and Northstowe. Mr Twiss expressed his disappointment in relation to this decision as he could only see this being a short term arrangement, as Northstowe grows then the situation will surely need to be reviewed. Mr Couper noted that there is a link on the email documentation we have received which enables feedback to be submitted, he also asked if in the light of this re-grouping would this impact on the District Council wards. Both District Councillors present assured him this would not change the ward groupings. Cllr Manning stated that the Community Chest funding will be open for applications from April and he also noted that recent press speculation regarding a congestion charge for Cambridge is unfounded.

	S/2990/15/FL-Rear single storey flat roof extension and front lean-to porch extension at 79 The Doles for K Ogilvie. Mr Lewis proposed “No Objections” seconded by Mr Carr. Unan.
S/2966/15/OL-Erection of two bungalows to replace two existing mobile homes at Alwyn Tourist Park for P Pickering. There was some concern over the replacement of these buildings as it was our understanding that the two mobile homes which are being converted were initially service facilities ie club house/wash area for the caravan park and it was felt we should as the District Council to consider, if the application is approved, adding a condition to the approval to preclude the erection of replacement facility buildings to replace those lost in this application. Mr T Sutton proposed “No Recommendation” with the inclusion of a comment in relation to the above, seconded by Mr Lewis, unan.
S/2890/15/RM-Amendments for information only at 38 Mill Road for Mr & Mrs Corney, duly noted.
S/0224/16/LB-Garage conversion including garage door removal and insertion of new window, remodel existing modern timber stud walls internally at 32 West Street for N Poulter. The Clerk left the meeting at this point. Mr Lewis proposed “No objections” seconded by Mr Robinson, unan. The Clerk was then invited to re-join the meeting.

Brief discussion ensued and no adverse points were raised. Mr Twiss proposed we approve the documents as they now stand en-block, seconded by Mr Couper, unan.

	PARISH BOUNDARY

	
	We had received some feedback from Parishioners in response to our initial article and further to this Mr Twiss has now drafted a piece which gives more detail, this has been posted onto the Parish Council website.  Mr Burling suggested that the minutes from the last Civic Affairs Committee meeting should also be posted on our website along with a link to the District Council where Mr Papworth’s letter can also be viewed. Cllr Manning noted that he had no issues with the boundary remaining as it is but did note that if Parliamentary constituencies did change then it could lead to the odd situation where people living in the close vicinity of Willingham but in Over Parish would in fact have a different MP to those living a few feet away from them.  Mr Twiss noted that it had been 398 years since the boundary had been set and that it might be appropriate to explore if we could organise some celebration of the 400 year anniversary of this event. It was agreed this would be appropriate and Mr Burling proposed Mr Twiss look into this, Mr Twiss was happy to take this on and Mr Lewis seconded the proposal, unan.

	RIGHTS OF WAYS, TREES AND PONDS

	
	Mr Robinson reported that Mr Gaskin from the County Council is coming to look at the Doles Green Lane which is now almost un-navigable by foot due to damage by vehicles. Mr Burling noted that there is again an issue at Ouse Fen Bank. It was agreed we should once again ask Mr Gaskin about the possibility of seasonal gating for these byways. Mr Robinson will also ask him about the bridge at footpath 1 which goes over the ditch before the busway as this is now very slippery when wet. Sandpit Pond-Mr T Sutton will look and see if we need to order some weed control for the coming season.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES

	
	OCA-Mr Burling reported that he had asked if the CCTV camera could be trained on the play area but had been informed by the manager of the Centre that it was broken and would cost in the region of £2,500 to repair. Martin Dixon has now joined the Committee but the Chairman who had recently joined is only able to be on the Committee temporarily. Mr Burling had the draft figures for the nine months and they show a small loss after payment of the licence fee. This seems to be due to a drop in Conference income. The feeling of the Committee is that, at present, they do not want to come to the Parish for funding. Mr Twiss expressed disappointment at this reluctance to call upon our new Community Centre Projects Fund but Mr Burling assured him it was more a case of the Committee being under manned and needing to get its own house in order before looking to take on more projects. They are hoping to sign up with ACRE soon. 

Over Town Lands-Mr T Sutton reported that Mr Robinson has agreed to look into options and prices for replacing the heating in the Town Hall. He also reported that the Charity gifts have been agreed but the Day Centre did not get its application in on time. 

Over Day Centre-Mr Couper reported that a meeting with the County Council had been held and the Committee need to look at drawing up a medium term plan to address the issues of funding. He hoped he would be able to give more information on this at our April meeting. Mr Burling had looked at the report and was interested in a more informed breakdown of numbers of clients attending, Mr Couper is hoping to be able to furnish this. Mr T Sutton noted that in addition to the Parish Council grant the Town Lands Charity had also given funding to the Day Centre which meant that Over as a whole gave significantly more than any other Parish. Cllr Manning was given a copy of the report and he offered to bring the issue of funding to Willingham Parish Council.
