	6.1
	To receive update relating to the Green and Village issues. The update from Mr Bridgman had been circulated and the pertinent points were reviewed and the following issues were highlighted: There are some issues with the booking of cricket pitches but Mr Friend assured the Councillors that these were being addressed. Mr Bridgman had asked if he could speak to Mr Wookey about repairing the doors to the ladies toilets at the Pavilion, this was agreed. A vote of thanks was expressed by the Chairman to all those who assisted with the removal of some of the weed at Sandpit Pond, the biological control has been put into the pond now.
Other village issues: Recreation Ground cut through- We had received an email from a resident regarding the maintenance of the cut through from Station Road to the Recreation Ground and it was noted that this was an owner-occupier access only. 
Pear tree strip of land-For the benefit of those Councillors who were unaware of the history of our acquisition of the pear tree strip of land in Chapmans Way Mr Twiss outlined this.

Following some discussion it was agreed we should table an agenda item to look at the possible replacement of the play equipment at the Recreation Ground.

Gifford’s Way ditch-We had been approached by a resident who had complained that a tree growing in the ditch was in need of some trimming, the residents of Gifford’s Way are riparian owners of this ditch and a letter had been sent to all affected residents in 2014 notifying them of this and asking them to address the maintenance of this area. Although the Parish Council had undertaken to clear this ditch on one occasion this had been a one-off gesture of goodwill to bring the area into a more manageable state for residents to maintain. It was agreed a further letter along with a leaflet setting out the facts in relation to riparian ownership should be sent to residents giving them two months from the date of the letter to undertake the necessary work, if this is not undertaken we will refer the matter to the County Council for enforcement.

	OCA-Mr Burling reported that the Trustees at OCA had appointed Tracey Kimber as manager on a three month basis. There are only six trustees and the position of Chair is still vacant. When the District Council contacted us about the possible section 106 contribution for the proposed development at the corner of Mill Road we had not included any request for monies to go towards the Community Centre because the District Council had conducted a survey of the Centre in 2009 and found it was in an acceptable condition although we had not actually seen this inspection. As time has now passed, it was felt we should undertake an independent inspection and Mr Friend had offered to do this on a voluntary basis. Councillors expressed their thanks for this and asked him to go ahead. Mr Twiss will provide relevant paperwork. 

ODC-Mr Couper stated that the Committee had undertaken a review of its operations and were in the process of producing a future plan which may encompass additional services. He noted that at some future date this will be presented to the Council for further discussion.
