	PLANNING

	7.1
	S/1014/16/FL-Two storey rear extension at 5a Lowburyholme Road for Mr & Mrs Ovington. A neighbour has drawn our attention to the fact that there is a tree which is subject to a tree preservation order in the vicinity of the proposed development area and we will draw this to the attention of the planners and ask them to refer this to the District Council tree officer. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” but we should add the above comments in relation to the tree, seconded by Mr T Sutton, unan.
S/1166/16/FL-Extensions and alterations at 21 The Lanes for Mr & Mrs Ashurst. Some concerns were raised in relation to the visibility splays. Mr T Sutton proposed “no objections” but we should express our concerns in relation to the visibility splays and ask that this issue be referred to the County Council highways department for consideration, seconded by Mr Lewis, unan.
CA253-11-5-16-Tree works at 2 Willingham Road for Mrs White. No comments.
S106 in relation to 60 The Lanes-Mr Lewis proposed this be accepted and signed by Mr Twiss and Mrs Scrivener, seconded by Mr Friend, duly signed and witnessed by the Clerk.

Mr Twiss expressed concern that there were two planning applications lodged on the District Council’s website relating to Over which we had not received, these were S/1018/16/DC regarding discharge of conditions at 2 King Street and S/1065/16/AD regarding the signage at the RSPB nature reserve. We will convey our concerns over this apparent oversight by the District Council.

	RIGHTS OF WAYS, TREES AND PONDS

	
	Mr Robinson had met with Mr Gaskin from the County Council rights of way department and they had looked at the encroachment regarding the entrance to the land at the end of Mustill’s Lane.  Mr Gaskin had stated he would need a request from us to take this issue further before he could proceed. This was unanimously agreed and we will request he takes this on. Mr Robinson reported that we may be able to get some road planings for The Doles. Mr T Sutton noted that the Gravel is still very wet and as yet they have not been able to access it to dig as yet. The environmental weed control for Sandpit Pond will be despatched in the next couple of weeks. The boundary issues at the Recreation Ground have been researched further and the next step is to knock in some boundary markers. Overcote has not yet been cut and it was agreed we should ask Mark Drew if he can attend to this, we will also ask the fishing club if they will attend to the painting of the new concrete bin at Overcote.  We have also received a complaint from a resident that the stile by Overcote leading from the jetty to the field has been covered in barbed wire, it was noted that this lays along the river frontage and as such would appear to be the responsibility of the Environment Agency.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES

	
	OCA-The manager has resigned and Trustees are discussing replacements, there is still no Chairman on the Committee. The monthly figures show a little better than break even. Mr Twiss referred back to the comments made by the District Council in relation to S106 funding from the proposed Mill Road development, we had been under the impression that any works at the Centre would not be eligible for funding under this scheme however this may not be the case and it was felt we should request someone from the District Council visit the Centre to assess if we could justify including works such as renovation etc in the light of the age of the building and the recent changes in legislation. 

Over Town Lands-Had recently met and had a presentation on lamplighting. They are also looking at options in relation to the heating in the Hall.
