	REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

	6.1
	County Council-Cllr Hudson had emailed a report and this had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting. 

	6.2
	District Council-Mr Burling had submitted a report. He noted that the council tax increase had been agreed, the Precept for Over had also been agreed and that the District Council was in good financial health compared to many other Councils. The Local Plan meeting is being held on 23 March to review the proposed changes but the final plan may take up to a year to finalise. Cllr Manning reported that the District Council are looking into the possibility of devolution but this was something he felt was not appropriate. He is also concerned about lower paid people who are unable to get onto the housing ladder because they do not qualify for social housing yet do not earn enough to obtain a mortgage.

	PCSO-Mr Carr had attended the recent liaison meeting and had reported by email that there had been no crime in Over, but a couple of houses in Willingham had been broken into, the Police are continuing to try to show more police presence in the villages which is helping to keep crime levels down. The speed watch scheme will start again once the clocks change.

It was agreed this would be an excellent idea and it could be done to coincide with the 70th anniversary of the barrier bank breach. Monies spent can be allocated under S144 of the Local Government Act which covers the encouragement of Tourism.

	RIGHTS OF WAYS, TREES AND PONDS INCLUDING PLANTING SCHEME

	
	Planting scheme-A resident had bought this to our attention but at present it was felt that there was no suitable location as all spaces have been taken up with trees and hedges we had acquired from previous similar schemes.  
Ponds-Mr Robinson had visited the pond sites with Mr Bridgman and he reported his observations. It was agreed that Duce’s pond should have a general tidy up, the fallen tree and some large branches overhanging Sandpit Pond should be removed and the area be given a general tidy up and levelled where necessary. We need to address the weed growth and Mr T Sutton will purchase the biological treatment once the weed has started to grow in earnest. He anticipates this will cost around £120 plus VAT and we need two packs, it was agreed he go ahead and organise this. 

Doles Green Lane-It was agreed the length of laid hedge here be trimmed back and the ivy removed.
