	REVIEW OF MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL PARISH MEETING

	
	These were noted and the Council agreed we address the issues raised by Parishioners at the meeting namely:  

The crossroads at Willingham-The road markings and in particular the red boxes marked for cyclists to wait at the traffic lights here are very faded, it was noted that this junction is often very difficult to navigate coming from Over due to the extent of parked vehicles. It was agreed we would highlight these concerns to the County Council.

The highway sign noting the presence of the school on Long Furlong-This is looking very dirty, as are other highway signs around the Village, it was noted this is a County Council issue but it may be more appropriate for us to arrange for this to be cleaned. It was agreed we ask Mr Bridgman if he could give these a clean.

Car park/drop off area at Swavesey guided bus stop-concerns had been raised over the state of the drop off/car park area at Swavesey which looks like it needs topping up with additional gravel, It was agreed we raise this initially with Swavesey Parish Council.

	VILLAGE MATTERS

	7.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues. The Chairman summarised Mr Bridgman’s report and noted the salient points: the independent play area safety inspection had raised a few issues but these were just minor repair issues and will be dealt with, there has been some vandalism at the Pavilion, the palisade fencing at the Rec is still suffering wear and tear and it was agreed we keep in mind the possibility of replacing this with more robust fencing,  the skate park equipment had also been inspected along with the play equipment and it was felt we should look at possibly either refurbishing or replacing some of the items here. Mr Burling had been approached by a group of parents whose children use this facility and they had expressed an interest in helping raise funds to improve the area. Mr Fenn will look into this.

	Pavilion refurbishment. We are waiting for the pro-forma invoice for the windows. A final quote from Cambridge glass and glazing has now been received.

	Village notice board. Mr Wookey has looked at the notice board and can either temporarily fix the current board or could engineer a new board although this might be smaller than the current board. It was agreed we ask him for a price and more details on size.

	County Council- Cllr Hudson’s annual report had been received and circulated.

	District Council-Cllr Burling reported that Cllr Manning had been re-elected at the recent District Council elections. The District Council, following their review of wards and boundaries, are proposing that Over and Willingham remain a single ward but will now be represented by two not three Councillors, the planning meeting at which the Mill Road application is to be determined will be held tomorrow but the applicant has already lodged an appeal. The District Council have a new grant available for elite athletes-it was agreed this be included in our Over News page. Mr Twiss noted that  Bloor homes who have applied for the permission at Mill Road have also applied for 92 houses on land at Northstowe, the land in question had originally been set aside for no more than 80 houses.

He had been unable to find suppliers for the information boards and it was agreed we contact the County Council rights of way officer to see if he has any recommendations. Mr Twiss was struggling to identify the Over Monument Group, Mr Burling felt we should concentrate on the signage for the Barrier Bank breach in the first instance and perhaps approach the monument group at a later date, Mr Fenn suggested Mr Twiss approach the heritage body which had identified the monument group and ask them to come and point out their physical location. There may be funding available for marking the breach from with the District Council or perhaps Hanson.

	REGISTRATION OF LAND UNDER THE STEWARDSHIP OF THE PARISH

	
	Nothing to report at present. It was agreed we ask Greenwoods to expedite this matter. The District Council have introduced a web mapping system for the benefit of local communities, Mr Twiss has looked at this and feels it would enhance what our website offers. In order to use this system we would need to join the Public Sector License Agreement-PSMA, there is no cost involved with this and it was agreed we should join.

	Mr T Sutton noted that now the trees have been felled here there is no longer a physical boundary. It was felt that we should contact Mr Gary Warrington as he was instrumental in the original marking and Mr Robinson will take this on.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES

	
	Fishing-Mr Robinson has contacted the Environment Agency regarding the request we have received from the person looking to fish for crayfish at Overcote although he has had no response as yet. 
OCA-Mr Burling had not been present at the last meeting but had met with the Centre manager to discuss what had happened at the meeting.  There is still no Chairman and the Committee badly needs new members. A small surplus was made.  A user group questionnaire has been sent out to look at user’s expectations. A health and safety audit is being undertaken. It was noted that perhaps the user group consultation could encourage new committee members and perhaps the closure of the Exhibition may also yield more possibilities as clubs affiliated with the Exhibition will need to re-locate. 
OTLC-Have not yet met. 
ODC-Mr Couper reported that the business plan is still being developed.

	Carnival-We have received an email from the Carnival Committee asking if we would like to sponsor the 2016 Carnival. It was agreed a donation would be appropriate rather than sponsorship, this will be added to the payments for the June meeting.  
War Memorial-Has now been given a grade 2 listing, Mr T Sutton noted that Mr Skinner continues to mow this area and it was agreed we should write and thank him for this. 
Gravel- A resident contacted Mr Robinson to say that this area was being used by vehicles late at night, it was agreed we dig a trench on the other side to prevent vehicular access, it was also noted that Hitherway is also being used recreationally by vehicles and it was agreed we bring this to the attention of the County Council rights of way officer. 
Mr Couper had received correspondence from a resident concerned about the chemicals the County Council are using for weed control, he has made appropriate enquiries. 
Overcote-needs cutting, Mr Aves is unable to dot his for us this year and Mr Burling agreed to approach Mark Drew to see if he is able to take this on. 
Traffic Humps-It was noted that the traffic calming humps are in a bad state of repair and we will draw this to the attention of the County Council via Cllr Hudson
