	VILLAGE MATTERS
	

	5.1
	To receive update relating to the Green and Village issues-Mr Bridgman informs us he has booked the verti-draining although this cannot be carried out until the ground conditions allow. Swavesey football club are currently using the Green as their Green is currently unplayable.
Signage on the Green-Mr Fenn will measure the signage on the Green and then order replacements.
Phone box consultation-We have informed the District Council that we do not wish to adopt any of the kiosks.
Pavilion Roof repairs- On hold at present.
Fencing for the play area at the Recreation Ground- Mr Twiss had contacted a fencing contractor and is waiting for them to respond.
Play Equipment refurbishment or renewal-Mr Fenn met with Fenland Play at the recreation ground and we expect a quote from them in time for our December meeting. There was a brief discussion about possible re-positioning of items to make better use of the area and Mr Twiss encouraged Councillors to visit surrounding villages to look at their play areas.
Skate park litter bin- We had received reports that one of the bins has been moved onto the skate park. The litter is quite an issue in this area and it was agreed we should advertise in the Over News to try and find someone to litter pick this area. It was also agreed we ask Mr Bridgman to order an additional bin for the skate park and put the one which has been moved back. Mr Burling will raise the issue of the disposal of the rubbish picked from the skate park at the next OCA meeting. 
Quotes for fencing-We have received a quote from BSSR to erect the fencing, which had been agreed at a previous meeting, at the Church End pond site this was for £345.00 plus VAT, Mr Fenn proposed this be accepted, seconded by Mr T Sutton, 9 for, 1 against.

Sandpit Pond-As discussed previously this area does need attention, funds have already been set aside for this work, and we have now received a quote for the dredging, re-levelling and general tidying of the area. This quote was for £1610.00 plus VAT. Mr Lewis proposed this be accepted, seconded by Mr Robinson, unan.

Turn Lane Ditch-Mr Twiss had continued his reseach, studying the two planning applications and a householder’s title deeds, this showed that the Ginn Trustees owned the original field, which included the hedge, ditch and its banks on the Turn Lane boundary. They obtained planning permission for a site which stopped at the hedge and marked of the plots accordingly. The rest of the field beyond the hedge must therefore still belong to the Ginn Trustees, although they may not realise this. This means that the Ginn Trustees still have riparian responsibilities for Turn Land ditch and its banks alongside the Giffords Way estate and have a duty to maintain it, The District Council have checked their records and confirmed that this conclusion appears to be correct.  Following some discussion it was agreed the best course of action would be to set out the facts of this matter to the County Council, who have the power of enforcement in such matters, via our County Councillor and let them take this issue forward.

	District Council- Cllr Burling reported that the District Council are offering a new free service, they have thermal imaging apparatus which identifies draughts and this is available for householders to borrow, this will be publicised in the Over News. He also reported that at a recent planning meeting an application for a housing development in Swavesey had been considered, in the application it was proposed that waste be

	transported to the Over works and then once treated discharged into Dockerill Brook, he had pointed out that this watercourse was in need of clearing and had raised comment that not only would this increase the number of tankers accessing the facility through Over but that this should not be allowed until the brook had been cleared due to flooding risk. Mr Twiss asked if he could also suggest that any such developments provide for the effluent to be discharged into the main which has been put in through Swavesey to service Northstowe, taking its sewage to Uttons Drove. That would seem to be more sensible than using tankers to take solid residue away afterwards.

	Report from recent planning committee meeting and any other matters of interest in relation to planning-Mr Twiss had attended the recent appeal hearing in respect of the proposed development on land at Mill Road. He had raised the point that the developer had, at their presentation, stated that the affordable housing element could be allocated to people within the village needing housing, his understanding was that these houses would go toward the District needs rather than the Parish needs. As this issue appeared to be unclear the inspector had agreed to look at this. Mr Twiss also asked Mr Burling if he could research this. 
Local Green Space-Mrs Scrivener having declared a personal interest signed the declaration of interest book and left the meeting at this point.  We had received representations from a local landowner regarding the former LGS allocation of land at Station Road. Following discussion of the purpose and need of allocation of LGS to land Mr Fenn proposed that we do not request that the parcel of land at Station Road, to the rear of the Church Hall be allocated as LGS, seconded by Mr Robinson, 4 for, 3 against, 2 abstentions. (Mrs Scrivener absent from the vote). Mrs Scrivener re-joined the meeting.

	Need repair within a short while. He asked if the Parish Council might consider helping to fund this and it was suggested he obtain costings for this.  It was agreed we write and thank the Club for the work undertaken at Overcote and Mr Robinson will provide the Clerk with the appropriate contact details.
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	OCA-Mr Burling reported that the firework night had gone well and apparently donations toward the cost of the fireworks have been received. The new Committee has now met and Mr Burling reported that the members are keen to assist with the efforts to bring the Centre into a better state of repair. There are a number of regulatory issues which need addressing. Mr Friend will attend to the survey as soon as he is able to.  Mr Burling also noted that the developer who is looking to build on the land at Mill Road has challenged the allocation of S106 from this development for use at the Community Centre. 

Northstowe-Mr Twiss reported that the soil moving project at Hattons Road is now almost completed. The District Council are now in pre-planning discussions with the developers involved in phase 1.

It was agreed we could not allow them to use the Green as we cannot guarantee the state of the ground so far in advance, we will once again recommend they approach the Community Centre where there is more hardstanding.

Correspondence regarding overgrown hedges and speeding traffic-these issues have been referred to the County Council and to our PCSO. 

Correspondence regarding antisocial parking, this was forwarded to Councillors for any suggestions.  It was suggested this be referred to our PCSO as, if this parking is causing an obstruction he will be able to take action.

Parking on the Green-we have received a report of a vehicle being parked on the Green, Dave will deal with this. 

Carols on the Green-the WI have requested the use of the Green and Pavilion on 20th December, Dave has put this in the diary. 

Circus-A touring circus has asked if they can visit the Village, Mr Burling stated that they are already booked in at Willingham, it was suggested we recommend they too contact the Community Centre as this would be a more appropriate site for them.
