	Duly signed. The matters of action were reviewed to ensure these had all been addressed. Litter bin in The Lanes-The District Council have been advised of this and it has been added to their schedule for emptying. Waste recycling plant at Norman Way-This has been referred to Peter Hudson although it now appears the building work for the erection of new units on the site has commenced. Barrier bank breach-commemoration plans are progressing. Cricket Club-Have been informed of our decision in relation to their request for fencing. Overcote-The District Council do not dispose of asbestos waste but they have given us contact details for the contractor they use. It was agreed we contact them with a view to getting this removed as soon as possible.  Mr Richard Fenwick has cut the grass at Overcote and will do so again in Spring. Fen End-The Clerk has responded to the letter from the residents who had expressed concern over the parking and cutting of the vegetation around Duce’s Pond. Gravel-The work here is to be undertaken imminently.

	VILLAGE MATTERS

	To receive update relating to the Green and Village issues-.We have received a report from a resident to say that the streetlight in the Cromwell Park cut through is not working, this is a Parish light and the Clerk has contacted the County Council for contact details of their contractor, the contractor they use is Balfour Beatty. It was agreed we approach them to ask if they can come and assess the light. Mr Bridgman had forwarded an update of maintenance work being undertaken to the Chairman and the contents of this were noted. Apparently one of the new keys for the Pavilion has been bent and it was agreed that the club responsible will be asked to arrange for a replacement key to be cut at their cost.

Pavilion Roof repairs- Quotes have not yet been received for this. Following the electrical inspection of the Pavilion some work has been highlighted as necessary and we have received a quote of £416.36, Mr Fenn proposed this quote be accepted, seconded by Mr Burling, unan.
Fencing for the play area at the Recreation Ground- Mr Twiss had contacted a fencing contractor and is waiting for them to respond.
Play Equipment refurbishment or renewal-The District Council advice is that replacement play items do qualify as acceptable POS spending but that it would be helpful to evidence that extra play opportunities arise from the new project. The Clerk had verified the list of developments and section 106 receipts to our records however several additional developments had been highlighted which we have not received any 106 monies for, a list of these will be drawn up and sent to the District.
Giffords Way ditch-Mr Twiss had received notification from the District Council that the Turn Lane ditch is not within their maintenance responsibilities as they were under the understanding that this area had been passed onto the Giffords Way residents, they will refer this to their legal team to look into the ownership, it was agreed that in the mean time we will contact the resident who raised the query over ownership in the first instance and ask for sight of their deeds if possible. 
Byways-With regard to the encroachment at Randall’s Lane, It was noted that as long as the width for the footpath access has not been compromised any restriction of the additional access is for the landowners to address, they have been made aware of this and it was agreed the Parish Council need take no further action in relation to this matter.

	Report from recent planning committee meeting and any other matters of interest in relation to planning-Mr Twiss reported from the recent parish forum-the local plan issues are not likely to be addressed before next year, the pre application discussion procedures are to be revised and the planners are keen for Parishes to get involved with developers at an early stage, this will mean we will need to look at our current policy and review if we see fit. The Planning department are looking to make the consultation process electronic, currently this would pose problems for us as we do not have internet connectivity at the meeting place, it was agreed we should approach the Town Lands Charity to ask if it would be possible to obtain broadband, perhaps we could contribute towards the monthly costs. They are also looking at the suitability of their response forms. An email has been sent out showing the planning office staffing structure and this will be circulated to Councillors. Mr Burling reported that he had started dialog in respect of the possible development at the Recreation Ground area and was currently waiting for a response. Mr Twiss reported that he is now in the process of putting a new link into the website in relation to web mapping.

	UPDATES FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES
	

	
	Fishing club-they will undertake the repairs of the broken platform. 
OCA-Mr Burling reported that at the AGM several people had come forward to serve on the Committee and the first meeting was to be held on Wednesday 12th October. The current financial results show a break even position although these are only draft figures and the loss making area is within OCE not OCA. Mr Burling also noted that there is a possibility that some S106 money will be forthcoming specifically for the centre should the proposed Mill Road development go ahead, as this will be remitted to us this may cause some issues if we are unable to pass this on, he has made the officer at the District Council aware of this issue and the officer has agreed to refer this to the legal department for advice. He has also been in communication with ACRE and hopes to get a meeting set up with them and District Council officers to explore this matter further. Mr T Sutton asked if the £20,000 amount set aside in the precept this year was available, Mr Burling said that he felt this could not be spent on the Centre until the legal issues have been resolved but he was hopeful if the District Council legal department would get involved this issue might be able to be resolved without us incurring too much in the way of legal costs. 

Hanson-Mr Lewis reported that the works are moving towards Willingham. 
	

	
	Northstowe-Mr Twiss reported that the Community Forum are due to meet next week in the new Northstowe primary school. He had also attended the recent information event regarding the A14 works and noted that compounds have appeared at Swavesey and Bar Hill. Works are due to be completed by 2020. There are apparently some issues with exists from Northstowe onto the B1050 as at present there is only one way in and out.

	Signage on The Green-We have received a request from a resident asking if we can install new “dogs on leads” signage on the Green. This was agreed and quotes will be obtained.
Connections Youth Bus-Details of this had been circulated to Councillors. Both Willingham and Longstanton had used this service and both had reported significant antisocial behaviour issues, the commitment is for a 12 month period and would cost in the region of £9,000 for 38 visits. In light of the cost and the experience of neighbouring villages it was agreed we should not take this any further at present. 

Phone box consultations-We have received no feedback from our article in Over News and it was felt there would be no merit in adopting these boxes as a Parish.
