	TO SIGN AND APPROVE MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 15TH AUGUST 2016
	

	
	Duly signed. The matters of action were reviewed to ensure these had all been addressed. Giffords Way ditch-Mr Twiss had contacted the District Council in relation to the ownership of the ditch at Giffords Way, Cllr Manning had responded to him however he had to date received no response whatsoever from Officers. The Clerk had written to all affected householders to update them. Waste recycling plant at Norman Way-Although the waste recycling plant had appeared to have ceased operating, it now transpires this was temporary and it is now operating again. Complaints have been received from neighbouring businesses and residents. We will refer to Peter Hudson and request he passes this to the appropriate County Council enforcement officers. Barrier bank breach-commemoration plans are progressing and Mr Twiss gave a brief update on these.

	VILLAGE MATTERS
	

	5.1
	To receive update relating to the Green and Village issues-.Various minor booking and maintenance issues raised by Mr Bridgman were noted. It was agreed the cutting of the hedge could go ahead sometime around mid October.  Green users agreement-Mr Bridgman requested some changes to the users agreement notably the inclusion of a clause for unauthorised use, it was agreed a 50% additional charge should be levied in this instance, bookings only to be considered confirmed after receipt of a written request either by email or letter and that a charge be made for cancellation of bookings unless this is due to weather conditions, these were all agreed. Pavilion-The mats in the Pavilion are falling apart and offer little protection to the floor it was agreed this should be addressed. Giffords Way-Spraying for weed and sttimming work has been undertaken, it was agreed that Atlas be approached to cut the shrubs back in this area during autumn. Church Pond-Following the clearing work here the area is now in a condition to level and seed, it was agreed top soil and grass seed could be purchased. Bins etc-The new litter bin has been fitted in the Lanes and we will ensure the District Council are aware of this to add to their emptying rota. The bin outside the shop has suffered damage, it was agreed this could be replaced if necessary. Cricket Club fencing request-We have received a request for low level fencing on the sides of the Green bounded by hedge. It was felt that this would be problematic as any fencing could interfere with maintenance work. We will inform the Cricket club.
Pavilion Roof repairs- There are several areas of issue and Mr Fenn will contact a roofer to look at these, Mr Wookey has agreed to attend to the woodwork here.
Fencing for the play area at the Recreation Ground- Mr Twiss had contacted a fencing contractor and is waiting for them to respond.
Play Equipment refurbishment or renewal-It was suggested we contact the District Council to see if the Public open space funds we hold can be used to fund the replacement of the play equipment at the Recreation Ground. We have received a list of payments in relation to S106 agreements which we should received and the Clerk will compare these to her list of receipts.
Overcote Maintenance-Mr Richard Fenwick has indicated he may be willing to undertake the cutting of the grass area at Overcote, the Clerk will contact him about this. It was noted that an asbestos container has been deposited at Overcote, we will contact the District Council to see if they can arrange for this to be removed.
Byways-Some time ago Mr Robinson had passed on a request from Mr Gaskin, the County Rights of Way officer for us to email or write to ask if he could take on the issue of the encroachment at Mustill’s Lane however when the Clerk did this Mr Gaskin had emailed to say that all faults should be reported via the County Council fault recording portal. It was agreed we should pass this onto Cllr Hudson and see if he can get this actioned. As weather conditions are favourable it was agreed that the planned work at the Gravel should now go ahead.

	District Council- Cllr Burling reported that he had been approached by a Willingham resident who was looking to petition the County for the installation of a footpath between Over and Willingham, he had advised them to contact the County but that they could request a shared cycleway as this may be looked on more favourably, it was agreed Over Parish Council would, in principle support such an application. He had also met with the District Council’s S106 Officer and in consultation with the Community Centre team had identified some possible items which could be included in S106 requests.  He also asked Councillors to look through the S106 monies list to see if they could see any omissions.  A further 26 houses have been approved for building on the land which Aspinalls previously occupied and Cllr Burling has lobbied for the painting of double yellow lines along the road in this area to try to alleviate the ongoing parking and traffic issues.  The Chief Executive has now stepped down and a replacement is being sought.

	The assessments for benches etc had already been reviewed and had been passed to Dave Bridgman for action. Risk assessments for the ponds had now been completed and it was noted signage needed to be provided at all ponds ie Sandpit, Duce’s and Overcote Road. 
Sandpit Pond- There is a large willow here which needs attention and we will ask Atlas to deal with this. Duce’s Pond-This area has some shrubs which need to be cut back. 

Church End-The main work which was identified last year has now been carried out and all that remains is the levelling, seeding and fencing, all of which are in hand. 

Risk assessments for The Gravel, Pound and Overcote have also been completed and the only issues arising are the potholes at Overcote and a fishing platform which has a hole in it, this was passed onto Mr Robinson to be reported back to the fishing club for action.

	OCA-Mr Burling reported that the AGM was scheduled for 28th September, Mr Dixon had now stood down from the committee and there is now a pressing need for appointing new trustees. A landowner had started sounding out local opinion on a potential development, and the Parish Council decided that discussions should only proceed if all interested parties were involved. Mr T Sutton also requested that the Council consider a request for funding towards the firework display. Some discussion ensued but Mr Twiss pointed out that this was not an agenda item and therefore could not be considered at this meeting. Mr T Sutton will ensure a written request is sent from OCA for the next Council meeting. 

Over Day Centre-Mr Couper reported that a submission had been made to the County Council for grant funding to be continued and they now await a decision on this.
