	Steve Couper submitted a request for dispensation in relation to the Over Day Centre due to him having been placed on the Day Centre Committee as the Parish Council’s representative. The constitution of the Day Centre requires the Parish Council representative to be a Trustee and therefore if he is granted such a dispensation he will normally have no option but to vote in the interests of the Day Centre. Mr Twiss confirmed that Charity Trustees are legally required to put the Charity’s interests above all other and so cannot approach the matter with an open mind. We clearly needed to receive their reports, and they should be able to join in the discussion, but they should not be allowed to vote on such matters. Seconded by Mr Fenn, 8 for, Mr Couper not voting.

	Mr Proctor and Mr & Mrs Sandham were in attendance and Mr Proctor addressed the meeting in relation to the planning application for a dwelling in Fen End. He stated that the proposal was for a modest dwelling which, although the proposed dwelling is outside the village framework, the applicants believe to be sustainable, they are looking to downsize from their current dwelling and are in control of the business sited next door to the application site. Mr Proctor also pointed out that the applicant owns the adjacent nine acres of land and therefore will ensure this land is not developed. Mr Twiss pointed out that should the applicant sell their dwelling a new owner may well develop this land.  A few points were raised by Councillors which Mr Proctor and Mr Sandham addressed. Mr Lewis proposed “No objections” seconded by Mr Robinson, unan. Mr Proctor and Mr & Mrs Sandham then left the meeting.

	S/3620/17/FL-Extensions to front and rear, raise roof and incorporate more bedrooms on the first floor at 75 Willingham Road, for Mrs Cook. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Robinson, unan.
S/3683/17/RM-Application for approval of reserved matters details for development on land west of Mill Road for Bloor Homes. It was agreed we make representations that footway access be incorporated between the development and the village facilities.
S/3765/17/FL-Single storey rear extension at 4 High Piece Crescent for Mr & Mrs C Horton. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr T Sutton, unan.
S/3904/17/FL-front and rear extensions at 21 The Lanes for S Ashurst. Mr Couper proposed “no recommendation” but that we should highlight our concerns over the fact that the parking provisions are inadequate for the size of dwelling also that the dwelling appears to have been designed as two separate dwellings and the access to the second dwelling does not appear to meet normal standards, seconded by Mrs Davies, unan.
S/3906/17/FL-New cart lodge/store at 7 Unwins Lane for A Adams. Mr T Sutton proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Lewis, unan.
S/3115/17/FL-extensions at 35 Glover Street for H Elsom. Mrs Davies proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Robinson, 8 for, 1 abstention.
S/3941/17/FL-detached dwelling at the Old Orchard, Fen End for Old Orchard Over LLP. Already discussed under item 3.
S/3836/17/PA-single storey rear extension at 12A High Street for Mr & Ms Hocknell. It was agreed that we could not pass any comment on this as we do not have enough information to know how this might impact on the surrounding dwellings and area in general. This is also in a conservation area. We will request more information.

	UPDATES FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES
	

	
	Over Town Lands-Have distributed funds as is customary at this time of year. 

OCA-Mr Burling had sent a report- The Firework display was a tremendous success and had raised in excess of 5,000. The Defibrillator is now installed. He asks that the Parish Council consider an agreement in principle to install solar panels on the roof. Legal agreement will be needed, but initially research required on costs and grants that may be available. It was agreed that this would be acceptable in principle subject to assurances that the structure and roof of the Centre would not be damaged. The internal painting of the building is now being progressed. The new stage curtains are now hung and a recent spot inspection of the kitchen by Environmental Health gave the Centre a 5 Star rating. 13 new CCTV cameras and associated equipment now installed and working at a cost of £4,200.   One is directed at the play equipment. 

Over Day Centre-Mr Couper reported that the Day Centre Chairman had been approached by representatives from Kodiak Land who had offered some funding towards an extension. She had contacted him to get the Parish Council’s views. Due to Mr Fenn’s interest in the development Mr Couper arranged a meeting with Mr Twiss and the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Day Centre. That meeting discussed two aspects: · Whether a Kodiak contribution would have any impact on funding that the Parish Council would receive. This appeared to be unlikely.  If an extension was to be built, would the Parish Council be willing to consider permitting limited access across the green space behind the Day Centre to allow maintenance access to Elm Court? The Parish Council concluded that they had no objection to the Day Centre accepting funding from Kodiak as it was unlikely that it could have any effect on the funding that the Parish Council might receive. They would also be willing, in principle, to consider the request for access.
