The Clerk had also provided a written report of the main points to consider. Swavesey PC are very keen to work together.  A cost of between 2-4K could be added to the budget.  Cllr Mills asked the Council if they would be happy to go ahead now and begin the employment process so that the new co-ordinator could carry out the consultation and set up the scheme.  The Clerk is to talk to Swavesey to see if they want to start working on this now rather than waiting for a full consultation process.  	This will be reviewed again in January.    9.1	Grant seeking – Cllr Mills reported that the Skate Park group had held another successful meeting that focused on the set up of the Group and ways in which they could look for funding.  (The Clerk will add Skate Park reports into section 8 for further meetings.)  The Group would ideally like to enlarge the current area if possible and the Chairman stated that they would need to talk to the Centre about this rather than the Parish Council.  The Group is looking for ways to carry out consultation and will look to the School and also Village Groups like the Scouts. The Skaters are all being very positive and are sharing ideas with the Group.  Funds at the moment are not forthcoming as events will need to be held to provide funds to carry the group forward but the Council discussed ways in which it can help at the start-up of the Group and it was suggested that the Group can apply to the Council for a grant of £500 to give them a kick start for the project.
RESOLVED: It was proposed, seconded and unanimously approved that the Clerk should send a Grant Application form to the Group for completion.					            ACTION CLERK
The Chairman reported that Cllr Tranter had provided a grant analysis for the Overcote Project which highlighted a shortfall of approximately £50,000 to provide repairs to roads.  This will need to be looked at further before any decision can be made regarding this matter.  The grant bids to FCC and Pocket Parks would need a third-party contribution of approximately £10,000.
9.2	Land Registry update – Cllr Twiss reported that he is still waiting for the County Council to carry out a survey of the Gravel.  The agreement with the Homeowner at Church End Pond is now OK and the Council could still possibly obtain possessory title to the Pond. An email received on the 10th December from the Land Registry apologised for the delay and stated that they are now processing the consolatory payment which will be paid online.
9.3	Refurbishment of Church End Seats update – The Clerk contacted the Highways Department and they have agreed to provide a concrete slab to sit the seats on once refurbishment has been carried out.  Cllr Robinson has asked Dennis Vacher (from CC) if they can provide a slab larger than the seat area so that vehicles do not drive over it and people will have a place to put their feet.  The Highways Department will visit site to see if this will be possible.  Cllr Robinson will therefore keep the benches in situ until he hears further from the County Council.					 		  ACTION RR
