This will hamper the free movement of users of the facility as well as farmers who graze their livestock in and around the riverbank.  Cllr Handley was asked if the District Council could help with this matter and he provided some further details regarding procedure etc.  The Clerk is to try and find out if there are any specialist consultancy companies who can help with this matter.  Byelaws are to be looked into and the Clerk will also ask CAPALC for any advice.  The Clerk is to also find out if there are any insurance policies that can be taken out to help with costs.
