	Cllr Twiss stated that as the Parish Council purchased the lights then the Parish Council are responsible for ownership of the lights, including insurance, storage, arranging for installation and removal and management of the lights.
	It is then up to the Community Group to provide funding for a Christmas Tree and any repairs/renewal of the lights if needed.
	Cllr Hyde stated that a just giving web page had been set up for funding and donations were coming in nicely.  This shows that the Village want the lights and donations so far have provided enough money so that the tree can be ordered already.  There will be an automatic switch on of the lights but no event this year.
	The Council agreed to accept the above as clarity of the situation going forwards.  All agreed,  Cllr Hyde abstained from voting.
	The Clerk is to arrange for the lights to be added to the Council insurance policy and she will contact the electrician to arrange for the installation of the lights ready for the switch on date of the 1st December.
