	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
One member of the public was in attendance but stated he did not wish to address the meeting. Mr Twiss suggested we review our practice in relation to public participation and perhaps give parishioners an opportunity to ask specific questions without limiting them to agenda items alone.

	VILLAGE MATTERS

	5.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues- Mr Bridgman had emailed a list of winter jobs for our information . The WI inform us that they have the missing piece of the Village sign and its replacement is in hand. The Green hedge has recently been cut and we have received positive comments from residents, the hedge having been cut at a higher level this year.

	5.2
	Green Encroachment- The Clerk and Mr Twiss have met with the land lawyer and a quote of £750 plus VAT for initial advice has been received in relation to the encroachment issues. Following some discussion Mr Twiss proposed we engage the solicitor with a view to obtaining a draft agreement which could then be forwarded to all residents affected for their comment, the agreement could then be amended as seen fit. Seconded by Mrs Bidwell, unan. Mr Twiss was asked to progress this with assistance from the Clerk as necessary.

	Rubbish disposal-Mr Burling has requested additional wheelie bins from the District Council for Mr Bridgman but they have not yet arrived. Mr Bridgman is no longer using the bins at the Community Centre.

	Pavilion- Mr Bridgman has expressed concern over the state of the tarmac apron in front of the Pavilion, quotes for replacing this will be obtained with a view to building this cost into next year’s budget.

	REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

	6.1
	County Council-A report had been emailed to Councillors prior to the meeting.

	6.2
	District Council-Cllr Burling reported that over the next three months the green wheelie bins will now be emptied on a monthly rather than two weekly basis. He also reported that the current Section 106 open space arrangements are changing along with the requirements surrounding affordable housing provision on small, ie less than 10 dwellings, developments. Mrs Bidwell noted that on occasion the wheelie bins are left in the middle of the footpaths, causing danger to pedestrians, Cllr Burling asked her to let him know when this occurs and he will pass this onto the District Council officers involved. Cllr Burling also noted that the community chest funding can still be applied for and more funds have been made available.

	PLANNING

	7.1
	S/2473/14/LB-Removal of ground floor pews at Over Baptist Chapel. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Fenn. Unan.
S/2723/14/FL-Erection of stable block, arena and use of land for grazing horses at 30 West Street for Mr & Mrs Fellows. Mr Burling expressed concern over the fact that there appeared to be no provision for the removal of waste, ie horse manure and also that this proposal could adversely affect neighbours. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Sutton, 2 for, 9 against. Mr Fenn proposed “refusal” due to the lck of clarity over the treatment and disposal of waste and the impact on neighbours. Seconded by Mr Oxley, 9 for, 2 against. 
S/2254/14/NM-Non material amendment to S/0402/12/FL for adjustment of windows and doors to external doors at 35 Mill Road for D Poutney

S/2223/14/NM-Non material amendment to S/0945/14/FL to omit profiled metal roof and add pantiles, omit profiled metal to sides and gables and add wood cladding at Over garage, 27 High Street for D Hayward

Amended S106 agreement relating to Fen End has been received and was duly signed. It was agreed the Clerk contact the District Council to find out exactly what these sums can be spent on.

	BOUNDARY REVIEW COMMENTS/SUBMISSION

	
	Mr Twiss had attending this meeting and had compiled a report which had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting and he presented this to Councillors. He concluded that there was a very good case for a re-alignment to bring Over, Swavesey, Willingham and Fen Drayton together. He proposed he approach the Parish Councils concerned, request an extension of the submission deadline and work on building a case for submission to the Boundary Commission, seconded by Mr Fenn, Unan. The member of the public left the meeting at this point.

	REQUEST FOR FUNDING FROM OVER DAY CENTRE

	
	Over Day Centre have applied for their grant funding for this financial year. We have budgeted £3,000. Mr Sutton asked which other Parish Councils gave grants, Mrs Bidwell informed Councillors that Swavesey, Willingham and Bar Hill all donate to the running of the Centre. She also noted that the current arrangement with Social Services is changing soon and this may mean the Centre could be more reliant on grants from other sources. Mr Burling asked if there was a waiting list would Over residents have priority, Mrs Bidwell replied that they would. A cheque for £3,000 was drawn up and signed.

	BUDGET CONSIDERATIONS

The Clerk provided a list of current reserves and also figures as at the end of November. It was agreed last year’s budget be circulated prior to the next meeting so Councillors could have as much information as possible when looking at the budget.

	LAND UNDER THE STEWARDSHIP OF THE PARISH INCLUDING SIGNAGE AT OVERCOTE

	
	The Solicitor is quoting a price of around £500-750 plus vat for the first registration of each piece of land. Mr Twiss noted that there appear to be eight areas of land which need to be registered and are not straightforward. Mrs Bidwell proposed we go ahead with the registration of these areas, with Mr Twiss liaising directly with the solicitor as necessary, seconded by Mr Mason, unan.

	THE GRAVEL

	
	Last month Mr Sutton had obtained a quote for cutting back the Gravel area and Mr Burling had suggested that prior to any decision on such expenditure here Councillors visit the area to familiarise themselves with the Gravel and also the adjacent bridleway. It was generally felt we need to think about what we want to achieve with this area before going ahead with any work here. There has been more tipping in Long Lane and although the District Council has made an attempt to clear this Mr Burling noted that it was not very satisfactory.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES 

	
	Fishing-Mr Robinson reported that there is still a problem with litter at Overcote.
OCA-Mr Burling reported that the financial information is now presented in graph form and most areas are not hitting budget. The manager had reported that he was happy with the takings from the recent fireworks night although gate sales had made a loss of £300, bar takings and BBQ takings had totalled around £2,600. Mr Burling noted that we had now received a response from Ian Dewar and asked if he could forward this to the OCA chairman, this was agreed. Another meeting to look at the possible setting up of a not for profit organisation, is to be held with the adviser, Sue Harris, who was recommended by Ian Dewar and Mr Burling will ask to be included in that meeting as he was not included in the previous one. He stated that he felt however, OCA would need some legal advice. Mr Twiss expressed concern that as a land lord we should be inspecting the building and noting issues for action.  Mr Burling reported that it appears the marketing and website for the Centre need addressing and due to staff cutbacks the management are unable to address these issues. He will suggest to the Committee that perhaps an appeal be put into the Over News asking if anyone would be able to take this on on a voluntary basis.
Over Day Centre-The annual report will be circulated to all Councillors for information.
