	TO SIGN AND APPROVE MINUTES OF PLANNING MEETING HELD ON 17TH JUNE 2014

	2.1
	Matters of accuracy arising from the previous minutes-for information. Minutes were duly signed. Options for outreach training had been researched, CAPALC offer three modules and some Councillors had expressed an interest in attending all three. We will ask Swavesey and Willingham Parishes which ones they would like to attend and look at suitable dates in September. The trees at the Gravel will be cut back, the cost of this is under the common sense expenditure limit and so does not need to be made an agenda item.

	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
Mr Sibthorpe was in attendance at the meeting and gave a brief report on the arrangements for the Carnival including highlighting both the dry and wet weather options. He has arranged for chippings and sawdust to be available if necessary. Mr Fenn stated that Mr Bridgman had asked if the use of chippings could be avoided if possible as these blocked up his mower. A Police presence has been requested, this will be paid for by the Carnival Committee and it was noted that a banning order has been served on one person who had been known to cause issues at the Carnival in previous years. The Pavilion toilets will not be used. Mr Twiss had not been able to publicise the event on our website as there was no start time.

	VILLAGE MATTERS

	4.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues- A report from Mr Bridgman had been received and circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting and the salient points were noted. It was suggested Mr Wookey be asked to take over the checking of the village benches which was previously done by Mr Adams. The safety inspection forms need to be maintained on hard copy, Mr Twiss to arrange the printing of these. Mr Fenn to contact Atlas Tree Surgery regarding the cutting back of the ivy behind the bus shelter in Long Furlong.  Mr Bridgman is having some problems with the state the Pavilion is being left in, Mr Fenn will talk to him about this and possible solutions.

	Green Encroachment- Nothing to report at present.

	4.3
	Rubbish disposal- Mr Burling to ask the District Council if a 1100litre bin could be provided for the village bin waste and sited at the Primary School. Additional black bins can be provided by the District Council for the rubbish which the litter picking team collect, Mrs Bidwell to find out which litter pickers would like to have an additional black bin, Mr Burling will pass this information on to the District Council.

	Fly tipping-Mr Burling will ask the District Council whether they can dispose of this waste if we arrange for it to be gathered up and left in one location.

	Roads and Paths-The County Council rights of way officer has been to visit the parish and has noted that middleway and the Gravel are both very rutted, he has also raised the issue of the manure which is stored at the side of the path. Mr Burling noted that middleway is a farm track and although rutted is passable on foot without having to walk through the rutted areas. 
We have received complaints about the amount of dog fouling at the top of footpath 1. It was noted that they may be a spare dog litter bin which is not being used and we will ask Mr Bridgman if he can locate this and if it is usable erect it on the public footpath sign post at the top of the footpath.

	Over Town Lands Charity-Dr Wilkinson reported that much of the business of the meeting had been around the refurbishment and re-letting of 73 High Street.
OCA-Mr Burling reported that the AGM had been better attended than in previous years, the Committee have agreed to having 2 Parish Council representatives. He had been asked to put forward a request that the Parish Council assist with the funding in respect of the firework display this year. There were some reservations regarding such funding from several views and Mr Burling felt that OCE should perhaps be looking for corporate sponsorship to help fund this event.

Over Day Centre-Fundraising for the new mini bus is going well, and they will be celebrating their 25th Anniversary this year.

Northstowe-Mr Twiss had circulated notes from the previous meeting to all Councillors. The next meeting will be held tomorrow and consideration will be given to the logistics of building of the new junctions onto the B1050.
