	TO SIGN AND APPROVE MINUTES OF PLANNING MEETING HELD ON 3RD JUNE 2014

	Matters of accuracy arising from the previous minutes-for information.  None arising. Minutes were duly signed.

	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION
No members of the public were in attendance.

	VILLAGE MATTERS

	4.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues-No report received but Mr Bridgman has researched costs for replacement bins and lids (£663.28) and also repairs to the wicksteed equipment on the Green (£196.84 including fitting). It was agreed these items be approved and we will ask Mr Bridgman to go ahead and order these. 

The Litter pickers have also requested some more pickers, Mr Burling noted that the District Council will provide these. We will contact them. 
The owner of the hedge behind the bush shelter is not happy for us to cut back the hedge at the back of the shelter but Dave suggests that when Atlas come to trim this he meet them on site and see if they can either create a path for him to access the back of the shelter or just clear the ivy at the same time as trimming the hedge. Mr Burling proposed this ivy be cut off at ground level, seconded by Mr Sutton, unan.  Mr Fenn will convey this to Mr Bridgman.
We have received a quote for additional safety surfacing work to the roundabout at the Recreation Ground £568.00 plus VAT, this issue has been raised by RoSPA as a medium risk on their recent inspection and it was agreed we monitor this on a regular basis and if necessary replace the surfacing.

	Green Encroachment- Mr Twiss suggested we look further into the possibility of a wayleave in relation to this perhaps asking our Solicitor to draft this on our behalf. Mr Burling felt that we should approach the residents concerned to see if they would be open to this before we committed to this financially. This will be made an agenda item for our next meeting.

	4.3
	Rubbish disposal-Dave Bridgman reports the bins at OCA are full so he is unable to empty the village bins. Mr Burling has looked into this matter and the District Council will collect this rubbish, they will also provide additional bins to nominated persons ie litter pickers etc. Mr Fenn will contact Mr Bridgman to ascertain where would be the best places to ask the District Council to collect from.

	4.4
	Phone boxes-Have all been reported and BT have responded to say they have scheduled repairs and re-painting to be carried out in the next week or so.

	4.5
	Fly tipping-Mr Lewis was not present at the meeting. It was noted there is a fridge which has been dumped in Long Drove and we will refer this to the County Council rights of way officer.

	4.6
	Roads and Paths-We have received an email from residents of Kings Street expressing concern over the number and frequency of large vehicles using King Street. This was noted and we will pass their concerns on to the County Council, it was noted this would get worse during the closure of Gravel Bridge road. 
The County Council have scheduled road chipping work in Willingham road in July and we will ensure they know the dates of the carnival so they can avoid this weekend. 
There is also a water leak on Willingham Road about 250m out of the village towards Willingham and we will report this to the County Council so they can ensure this is dealt with prior to their resurfacing. 
The crossroad sign in Willingham road is sited in such a way as it is obscured and is also badly faded, we will report this to the County Council.

Mr Fenn encouraged Councillors to familiarise themselves with the areas of land which the Parish own. Councillors to be provided with maps detailing the areas so they can visit and note any issues. Mr Burling indicated he would be happy to meet with any Councillors if they were unsure of the siting of any of the areas.

	District Council-Mr Burling reported more on the logistics of the District Council collection of village bin rubbish and also on the District Council’s new policy of longer working for refuse personnel during summer months with shorter working hours to be brought in over winter months. They are also looking at how to make refuse collection routes more efficient.
