	REVIEW OF MINUTES FROM ANNUAL PARISH MEETING AND MATTERS ARISING

	
	The Clerk had contacted the Town Lands Charity regarding the query re the valuation of the Town Hall and this was insured for £200,000, this information had been passed to the Parishioner who had raised the query. We have been in contact with British Telecom who will not disclose details of how often the public telephone on the Green has been used over the past twelve months, they have informed us they will not consider the removal of this facility as it needs to be available for emergency calls. They have agreed that they will undertake necessary repairs and it was agreed we should ask them to look at all three public phone boxes and ascertain what repairs need to be carried out.

	Over Town Lands Charity-Dr Wilkinson, Mrs Bidwell and Mr Robinson indicated a willingness to serve and were duly appointed. We will inform the Clerk to the Charity.
Over Day Centre-Mrs Bidwell having indicated she was willing to continue in this role was duly appointed.

Over Community Association-Mr Burling was not present but it was agreed if he was still willing to stand that he should  be re-appointed, Mr Mason also indicated he would be willing to serve and was also elected.

	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues-Mr Bridgman had prepared a brief report and the salient points were noted. He had obtained quotes for replacement basketball hoops but these were quite expensive and Mr Twiss had researched further and found a suitable hoop and back board for £115.52 plus VAT, Mr Fenn proposed we go ahead and purchase this, seconded by Mr Robinson, unan. Consideration was given to the recommendation from RoSPA regarding additional signage for the basketball area but this was felt to be inappropriate. A quote has been received for the repair of the Willy jeep and it was agreed we should approach Keith Collier for advice on this. It was also agreed we should ask Mr Bridgman to hamerite the joints to protect them and we will monitor the situation carefully.

	Green Encroachment-It was agreed Mr Twiss circulate the background of the situation to new Councillors and any queries they have can be discussed at the forthcoming site meeting at Giffords Way.

It was agreed we should draw to his attention the pile of spoil which has been deposited at the end of Ouse Fen Bank.

	Having been unable to find another contractor willing to take on this job, Mr Fenn proposed we accept the quote obtained by Mr Sutton prior to the last meeting, seconded by Mr Mason, unan.

	POSSIBLE CONTRIBUTION TO CARNIVAL PROGRAMME

	
	Mrs Bidwell proposed we make a one off contribution to this of £100, seconded by Mr Robinson, unan.  They have offered us a space to contribute but it was agreed a mention in the sponsor section would be more appropriate. Mr Fenn to notify them of this.

	RISK ASSESSMENTS

	
	Overcote-the fishing platforms are in need of some work and Mr Robinson will research whose responsibility they are. 
Dog bins-two bins need replacement lids, we will ask Mr Bridgman if the lids can be acquired separately to the bins or if we need to replace the whole unit. It was noted the hedge in New Road by the bin needs cutting and we will ask Mr Bridgman if he can do this.

Bins-The two bins on the Green need replacing and we will ask Mr Bridgman if he can arrange this.

Bus shelters-The ivy on the shelter in Long Furlong needs removing, again we will ask if Mr Bridgman can do this, Mr Lewis will look at the brickwork to see if it needs re-pointing.

War Memorial-the paving slabs need cleaning and we will ask RS Memorials if they can do this when they clean the Memorial, we will also find out when this is to be undertaken. 

Benches-There are some dead leaves under the Church End bench, we will ask Mr Bridgman if he can clear these.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES 

	
	Over Day Centre-Mrs Bidwell reported that the 5 pub challenge had been very successful and had raised around £4,000 to date.  
Northstowe/A14-Mr Twiss reported that the phase 1 Section 106 agreement had been passed. He also made some observations at the Highways Agency’s presentation to the Development Control Committee, it appears the points they are using to survey traffic flows are not where the potential high flows will be and they are also using estimated daily traffic totals based on mobile phone signals rather than measuring actual hour-by-hour traffic flows. It was agreed Mr Twiss draft a representation document from the Parish Council in relation to this and that this be submitted as our Public Consultation response.

	OTHER CORRESPONDENCE
We have received a letter from a resident asking us to explore the possibility of a crossing on Station Road at the top of New Road and a reduction in the speed limit here from 40 to 30 or 20mph. It was agreed we investigate a possible extension of the 30mph limit further with the County Council although Councillors were unsure if a crossing could be facilitated.
