	TO SIGN AND APPROVE MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 14THOCTOBER 2014

	Matters of accuracy arising from the previous minutes-for information. Minutes were duly signed. 

	3
	CO-OPTION OF PARISH COUNCILLOR

We have received an application from Mr Gary Carr from Websters Way. Mr Lewis proposed Mr Carr be co-opted to fill the Council vacancy, seconded by Mr Sutton, Unan. The Clerk will contact Mr Carr to inform him of his appointment and also the District Council to inform them of the filling of this vacancy.

	VILLAGE MATTERS

	5.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues- Mr Bridgman had emailed a report and this had been circulated to Councillors. The salient points were discussed.  Mr Sutton noted that some of the play equipment is being used by children within the age group but on observation it appears the equipment may not be suitable for then to use.  Consideration to be given to re-defining the age group who should be permitted to use this. Mr Sutton to take a photograph of the signage here and pass this onto Mr Fenn. The platform on the small slide needs replacing and Mr Robinson will organise this. Mr Twiss had raised the issue that there appears to be a piece missing from the village sign, Mr Fenn will look at this.

	Green Encroachment- The Clerk and Mr Twiss have identified a suitable lawyer who will offer a free initial consultation and will make an appointment with them.

	5.3
	Rubbish disposal-Mr Burling has requested additional wheelie bins from the District Council for Mr Bridgman but they have not yet arrived and Mr Bridgman is still using the bins at the Community Centre. Mr Burling will ensure the bins are delivered to Mr Bridgman as soon as he has received them. Mrs Bidwell and Mr Lewis stated that they felt that a contribution should have been made to the Community Centre for the use of their bins for village waste.  We had however been informed that the Community Centre committee had agreed that no such contribution was required. Mr Sutton stated that at their last meeting the Centre committee had changed their minds, it was noted however that the minutes he was referring to were only draft and had not been agreed. Mr Burling also noted that there was no contractual agreement between parties for any such contribution. 

	5.4
	Pavilion-Quote received for replacement windows. Mr Burling had contacted the planning officers who had been to view the site and they had informed him that no planning permission would be necessary. They would however like to see any replacement windows to feature casement windows rather than small panes. Mr Fenn had received a quote for replacement doors and windows and it was agreed we should take steps to obtain two further estimates.

	Christmas Lights-Mr Fenn and Mr Robinson to co-ordinate the installation of these including the purchase of new bulbs as necessary. It was also agreed that any costs incurred by Mr Ambrose in putting the lights up be expended under common sense expenditure.

	REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

	6.1
	County Council-A report had been received from our County Councillor and this had been circulated to Councillors. Cllr Hudson reported that a few families who qualified for free childcare for two year olds in the Village who had not been claiming had been identified. He noted that the new highways staff will be in post shortly and he has requested they arrange to visit the Village to meet with us and discuss our issues. He has received an email from a resident complaining about the manner in which Balfour Beatty are carrying out the installation of the new street lights and he is liaising with Balfour Beatty in relation to this. Mr Twiss will be attending the forthcoming local government boundary review meeting and he informed Cllr Hudson he intended, following consultation with other Parish Councillors, to raise the issue of the grouping of villages, stating that it would perhaps be more appropriate for Over to be grouped with Willingham and Swavesey rather than Longstanton as is it is at present, in the long term.  The Chairman thanked Cllr Hudson for his attendance.

	District Council- Cllr Burling informed Councillors that the District Council are inviting nominations for village heroes and asked Councillors to give this issue some thought. He also reported that, as part of cost saving measures, South Cambridgeshire District and Huntingdon District would be pooling resources in several areas including building control services with a view to increasing the number of services shared in the future.  The District Council is also looking at its priorities for the coming five years and is looking to Parish Councils to identify essential services and those services that could perhaps be discontinued. 	Mr Twiss had carried out further research into this and it appears we do need a Conveyancing Clerk to prove ownership, he suggested this matter be incorporated into our consultation with the lawyers we will be visiting in respect of the Green encroachment issues. This was agreed.  This potential expenditure will also be reviewed under our budget considerations.

	OVERCOTE ROAD AND THE GRAVEL

	
	Mr Sutton had driven down Overcote Road and damaged his vehicle, this had been reported to the County Council highways department and they will be looking into this. Mr Sutton had also obtained a quote for cutting back the Gravel area. Mr Burling suggested that prior to any decision on such expenditure here Councillors visit the area to familiarise themselves with the Gravel and also the adjacent bridleway.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES 

	
	Fishing-The lake which Hanson had hoped could be gifted to the Parish is no nearer to being confirmed.
OCA-Mr Burling reported that he had missed the last meeting but had spoken at length with the OCA Chairman the following day. It appears they have received advice from one of Ian Dewar’s recommended contacts Sue Harris and she has forwarded a document to them in relation to not-for-profit businesses, it seems this is however a generic document and he asked the Clerk to contact Ian Dewar to seek his opinion on this, we have however not received a response from him as yet and will follow this up again. 

Over Day Centre-Have now reached their target for the minibus funding, having received a donation from an anonymous benefactor. 

Northstowe-The meetings are often being cancelled so there was nothing to report here. Plans have however been passed for the primary school and building is due to commence shortly after Christmas. Phase 1 of the reshaping of the landscape has also been approved.
