	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues- Mr Bridgman had emailed a report and the salient points were discussed. Once the additional dog litter bin is erected we will inform the District Council so they can add it to their schedule for emptying. It was agreed the verti-draining of the Green be carried out as soon as is convenient. There are various hedges needing cutting and we will ask the relevant authorities if they can address these. It was also agreed a note be put into the Over News asking householders to ensure their hedges are kept trimmed back from the highways and foot paths. We will also draft a standard letter to send to any residents whose hedges we notice are overhanging paths. The cricket club are looking to book 2015 fixtures and have asked what date the Carnival will be held on, it was thought it would be likely to be 18th July.

	S/2011/14/OL-Development of phase 2 of Northstowe. Mr Twiss has reviewed the details of this application and it appears the salient points surround transport.  A response will be compied.
S/1934/14/FL-First floor side and single storey rear extension at 10 Glover Street for S Hillier. Mr Twiss proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Lewis, unan.
S/1966/14/FL-Two storey front extension at 27 Station Road for D Welch. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Twiss, unan.
S/1827/14/OL-Application for dwelling to rear of 38 Mill Road for I Corney. Amendment for information only. We have also received letters of objection to this application from a parishioner.

	Mr Robinson may have found some funding for this. It was noted that in order to register land we will need to provide some evidence of ownership/access rights and this could be done with sworn affidavits. Mr Twiss and Mr Robinson will investigate further. It was agreed we should initially look at the pond sites and Mrs Bidwell proposed we proceed with this work and agree to cover any costs incurred, seconded by Mr Fenn, unan. Signage at Overcote-Mr Burling will measure the space available and it was agreed the wording should be “No overnight camping or caravanning” “Please take your rubbish home, Fly tippers will be prosecuted” “By order of Over Parish Council”. We will obtain a price for this.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES 

	
	Fishing-Concerns over fly tipping at Overcote and also the amount of rubbish there.
OCA-Nothing to report in relation to marketing. A new weekend cleaner has been appointed. County Carpet bowling matches can now be held at the Centre. A complaint had been received in relation to noise but this had been unfounded as levels were found to not exceed permissible levels. The issue of a possible contribution towards the cost of the disposal of the village waste was discussed. Mr Bridgman had arranged some time ago for waste from village bins to be put into the commercial waste bins at the Centre, these are emptied on a regular basis irrespective of how full they are. Mr Burling proposed this issue should not be discussed any further, seconded by Mr Twiss, 2 for, 5 against. Mr Lewis proposed, in principle, that a donation should be made to the Centre, and that this should be a one-off amount to be decided. Seconded by Mrs Bidwell, Mr Sutton asked that votes be recorded.  Mr Lewis, Mr Fenn, Mrs Scrivener, Mrs Bidwell and Mr Mason all voted for this proposal, Mr Burling voted against and Mr Twiss abstained.  Mr Sutton having declared an interest took no part in any of the votes. It was agreed costs would need to be ascertained and Our representatives on the OCA Committee were asked to approach the Centre management to obtain a copy of the waste disposal contract.
ODC-Have sent out emails asking for people to support their application for funding.

Northstowe-Mr Twiss reported that parish forums are still to be held but this will be less often.
