	TO SIGN AND APPROVE MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 13th JANUARY 2015

	3.1
	Duly signed following a minor amendment was made to the minutes from the closed session. The notes from the site meeting at Church End pond were also reviewed and signed. Mr Twiss noted that Mr Burling is a Trustee of OCA and as such is required by the Charity Commission to act in the interests of the Charity rather than the Parish Council. Mr Burling stated that OCA’s constitution requires one of its Trustees to be a Parish Councillor. This will be a matter for consideration when we re-appoint representatives to serve on other bodies.

	VILLAGE MATTERS

	5.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues- Mr Bridgman had emailed a report and this had been forwarded to all Councillors. Following a complaint from a resident he has re-erected the litter bin on the lamp-post at the Meadow Lane/High Street footpath but he has asked if we can replace the with a dog litter bin, this was agreed. Mr Bridgman had looked at the state of the pitch and felt it was too wet for play, Mr Fenn had also inspected and agreed.
He has also obtained a quote for fencing at Giffords Way public open space. The first quote is for 600mm high posts concreted in and this amounts to £2,322.40 plus VAT, the second quote is for 1m high fencing and this is quoted at £2,568.88 plus VAT. It was agreed alternative quotes be sought.

	Green Encroachment- Mr Twiss has collated most of the information required by the Solicitors and had found some enlightening facts, we now need to arrange a meeting with the Solicitors to brief them more fully and pass on this information.

	5.3
	Rubbish disposal-The bins have now been received and added to the collection for Mr Bridgman’s address, we may also be able to obtain another two bins. Mr Burling noted that the District Council do collect the rubbish from village bins in other villages and he will look into the possibility of whether this can be implemented in Over. He also informed Councillors that there are some 65,000 residences on the collection routes within the District.

	Pavilion refurbishment-The final quote for replacement windows has been received from Rawington Ltd and this is for £7,800 plus VAT totalling £9,360. The quotes from Cambridge Glazing were for £5,160 incl VAT and Hutchison Windows for £6,960 incl VAT. It was agreed Mr Fenn consult with Hutchison and Cambridge Glazing to look at colour options before we make any final decisions.

	REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

	County Council-Cllr Hudson had received a complaint from a resident concerning the security of the cycle racks at the Swavesey Guided bus area, this had been investigated and had resulted in a positive outcome. He is also working with a resident in King Street to lobby the local Highway Officer about the flooding issue. A child had fallen from a scooter on the path outside the primary school and he has also taken this up as an issue. He informed Councillors that the County Council has drawn up the budget and this is to go before Council this coming Tuesday, it incorporates some £30m of savings.

	7.1
	S/0098/15/FL-Installation of 10Kw solar PV system on land south of existing farm buildings at Hawcroft Farm for J Hartley. Mr Lewis proposed “no objection” provided that suitable screening is maintained around the panels. Seconded by Mr Mason, Unan.
S/2874/14/FL-Amendments for information only regarding proposed dwelling on land between 2 & 4 New Road for P Papworth.  The amendments are-1.8m high fence to north west boundary and amended landscaping plan, fence panels and sectional drawing showing roof lights. 
Highways Agency-Development consent order application for works to A14. Public consultations are to be held in several places locally.

	REGISTRATION OF LAND UNDER THE STEWARDSHIP OF THE PARISH 

	
	As with the Green encroachment issue Mr Twiss has collated most of the required information and this will be passed on to the solicitor at the forthcoming meeting. It was agreed the area at the Hilton Street end of Unwins Lane, where the willow tree is situated, needs to be included in the registration too along with Ouse Fen Bank. The area at Overcote which is under our administration was also clarified.

	CHURCH END POND SITE-BOUNDARY FENCING FOLLOWING RECENT TREE WORKS

	
	Following the recent site meeting which was held after the tree works had been carried out in this area it was agreed the boundary be re-marked with a post and wire fence and we will consider what planting could be put here. It was noted that the ground would need treatment to ensure the elder and brambles were eradicated prior to any planting. Mr Fenn was concerned about one of the willow trees and he will ask Mr Fenwick to inspect this.

	THE GRAVEL AND OUSE FEN BANK-MANAGEMENT

	
	Mr Burling had spoken to a Councillor from another village which had experienced similar issues with their BOATS and they had erected a gate, leaving enough space for horses and walkers to pass, which was locked and a note of where the keys were located should anyone require access. Mr Burling proposed we should approach the County Council rights of way department to ask if we could implement something similar at either end of Ouse Fen Bank, at our cost, as this is now badly rutted and potentially dangerous and this would allow the surface to recover. The County Council have only recently carried out work here to improve the surface but the surface is now in a worse state than before they carried out this work because of the green laning. This was seconded by Mr Mason, 9 for, 1abstention.  There is also an issue with the surfacing in Hitherway which we need to monitor. Aspinalls have two concrete blocks which could be installed at the entrance to the Gravel which would still enable horses and walkers to access the path. The price of this is £180 each plus VAT. Mr Sutton proposed we go ahead and purchase these, seconded by Mr Burling, unan.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES 

	
	Over Town Lands-Are looking into a new heating system for the Town Hall.
OCA-Members of the Committee have met with a representative from DIY Communities to explore a number of different ways forward to solve the issues surrounding the relationship between OCA and OCE. The financial situation is stable at present and each month seems to result in a break even position. 

ODC-The minibus launch will be held in March and Mary Archer will be coming to unveil the bus.

Northstowe Transport working group-A presentation had been made highlighting the improvement to the transport infrastructure including the provision of access by cycles onto the busway at Over, this is however causing some logistical problems and will require further exploration.

Northstowe Community Forum-In order to carry out the works to the B1050 this will need to be closed overnight for approximately one month but a suitable diversion route will need to be ascertained. We need to ensure this does not include King Street although for a diversion route to be appropriate it needs to consist of roads with at least an equal standard, in this case “B” roads.
