	PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

	
	Four members of the public were in attendance and one addressed the meeting in relation to the planning application received for the change of use of the Exhibition Public House to a domestic dwelling. He noted that a viability study had been undertaken once it had become apparent that the business was no longer viable, that the proposed application will only have minimal impact on neighbouring properties and would provide an additional dwelling.

	VILLAGE MATTERS

	6.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues- No report had been received this month but
a quote for hedge and shrub trimming at Giffords Way for £600 plus VAT had been received and Mr Sutton proposed this be accepted, seconded by Mr Twiss, Unan. It was noted that there is again a lot of litter at Overcote and the area had been mowed recently leaving the grass area strewn with rubbish. We will ask the litter pickers if they would be willing to litter pick this area perhaps just prior to its being cut. A note asking people to take their litter home will be put into the Over News. Mr Lewis will look at prices for another concrete bin and a price for signage for the area will be obtained.

	Rubbish disposal-We have contacted the District Council to see if we can pay for a black bin collection at Overcote but no response has been received as yet.

	Pavilion refurbishment-We now need to draw up a planning application for this and Mr Fenn will contact Mr Warrington to ask if he will take this on. Andy Tibbett has volunteered to paint the Pavilion free of charge if we can provide materials and this offer was gratefully accepted by Councillors. Mr Carr also offered to look at replacing the flooring and offered to do this for cost, again his offer was gratefully received.

	Quote for repair/replacement of play equipment

A quote for repairs to the play equipment had been received which included the replacement of the octopus seesaw together with a new swing set for the Green. Mr Fenn proposed we accept the part of the quote at £226.60 plus VAT for replacing the swing seats on the Green, seconded by Mr Lewis, unan. Mr Burling will obtain prices for the parts required for the seesaw. Mr Couper asked if it would be possible for a group of Councils to come together to see if they could collectively bargain on prices for play equipment repairs and replacements, it was noted however that different Parishes seem to have equipment provided by different contractors and this would probably not really be feasible.

Mr Fenn is still trying to contact the Industrial estate users to see if we can erect a sign to ask drivers to exit the estate to the right. Some companies on the estate have offered to contribute financially to this and one has suggested the sign be erected on the gate next to his premises. There was not stipulation within the original planning consent that a sign be erected. Mr Fenn will obtain a cost for a sign.

	8.1
	S/2461/14/NM-Application for non- material amendment to permission to relocate wet room and add porch at 39 Mill Road for D Collett. This was for information only.
S/1460/15/FL-Two storey rear extension at 23 Meadow Lane for Mr & Mrs Sperring. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Sutton, unan.
S/1286/15/FL-Proposed change of use of existing public house to residential dwelling at The Exhibition PH, King Street for L Nicholas. Mr Lewis declared an interest and took no part in the discussions relating to this

application. Mr Twiss pointed out that the viability study submitted by the applicant claimed that the other two licensed premises would benefit from the reduced competition, and he felt it was inevitable that it would improve OCA's trading position and in light of this he felt that any Councillors involved with OCA should declare an interest. None of the Councillors who served on the OCA committee agreed to this and Mr Twiss elected to withdraw from this part of the meeting due to his strong convictions that there were grounds for

	declarations of interest in this matter.  Following discussions Mr Burling proposed “no objection” seconded by Mr  Sutton, 6 for, 2 abstentions. Mr Twiss re-joined the meeting.

	
	S/1319/15/FL-Extension adding first floor and new roof at 73 Willingham Road for T Henshaw. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Carr. 7 for, Mr Sutton abstained having signed the declaration of interest book. 
S/1190/15/LD-Lawful development certificate in relation to 3 Cottenham Close for M Sedzikowski. This was for information only.
S/1434/15/FL-Erection of 3 bed bungalow and garage in rear garden of 69 Willingham Road for R Moss. Mr Couper asked if this was backland development and as such should we object, Mr Burling noted that the application area was within the village framework and that the proposed alignment was not out of character with adjacent properties. He also stated that the Highways department will be consulted to see if access is acceptable. Mr Sutton proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Lewis, 7 for, 1 against.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES

	
	OCA-Mr Burling reported that the AGM had been held and the 2014 year end accounts had been presented. Draft results for 2015 have been drawn up and show a small profit. The Chairman has resigned and at present this post is vacant. Mr Burling noted that the skate park and play equipment are still included as OCA assets and he raised this at the AGM.  A new trustee has been recruited and he is looking at ways to improve the website. It was noted that Ian Dewar is scheduled to attend our September meeting and we will confirm this with him.

Northstowe-Mr Twiss reported that the proposed B1050 closures will be a bit later than originally planned. There will now however be weekend closures 14-17 July, 21-24 August and possibly 28-31 August. 

Street lighting reductions-We have been informed that it has been proposed that the three street lights in Haden Way be turned off. As these are located in the hedge on the side of the road without a footway it was felt there was no need for us to object to this proposal.

	OTHER CORRESPONDENCE

	
	Orb bakery-Have approached us to ask if we would give permission for them to organise a farmers’ market type event on the Green. In principle there were no objections to this and we will contact them to suggest they organise a one-off event in the first instance and then review this. 

Overhanging tree in The Doles-the house owner of 93 The Doles has approached us to ask if we could arrange for the tree in front of her property to be cut back. It was agreed we ask Atlas to attend to this. Pound-It has been noted that one of the residents in Fen End is depositing their grass clippings in the Pound. We will write to them and ask them to stop this. 

OCA-A complaint has been lodged against OCA’s licence and the manager has asked if the Parish Council would be willing to submit a representation in support of the Centre, this was agreed and Mr Fenn will take this on. 

Village plan-Mr Couper reported that he had received one response to his recent article in the Over News regarding the village plan.
