	VILLAGE MATTERS

	5.1
	To receive report relating to the Green and Village issues- Mr Bridgman had emailed a report and Mr Fenn outlined the salient points of this to Councillors.  Mr Bridgman is concerned over the wetness of the Green, we have lost a significant number of football fixtures due to its condition and he and feels the Yesteryear Road Run should not use this as a stop this year, this was agreed and Mr Fenn will contact them. Mr Twiss noted that there is some weed on Sandpit Pond and wondered if we should order some more bio-control for this, Mr Sutton stated that it was not the type of weed which could be treated in this way. Mr Twiss also noted that the recent closure of Willingham Road had only resulted in a few patching works and suggested we contact the County Council to express our disappointment that such measures had been felt necessary for such minor works. He also felt we should draw their attention to the state of King Street.

	Green Encroachment- A meeting has been scheduled with the solicitors.

	Rubbish disposal-Mr Burling had investigated the possibility of the District Council emptying the village bins, apparently they will empty the bins located on highways but not private land ie the Green, on a weekly basis but are unsure of the locations, we will provide a map of these.

	Pavilion refurbishment-The cost of coloured materials for the frames is about 40% higher than standard UpVC. Some old photographs of the Pavilion had been brought to the meeting and these showed the frames as a white/cream colour originally. The Conservation Officer at the District Council will want to see drawings in order to ascertain if they have any issues with the proposed new frames. It was agreed Mr Fenn contact  the supplier and ask for drawings to be supplied and he will forward these along with the original photographs to the District Council for their consideration.

	REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS

	County Council-Cllr Hudson had forwarded his report to the Clerk and this had been circulated to Councillors prior to the meeting.

	6.2
	District Council-Cllr Burling reported that a council tax increase of 1.99% had been agreed and that by 2020 it is anticipated that the District will no longer receive any Government Grants. They are looking at ways of saving money and also ways of generating more income from their reserves including the purchase of housing stock to let on the open market. Mr Twiss expressed concern over the fact that reserves were being used in this way and Cllr Burling offered to obtain a briefing note which should provide more information.

	PCSO-Our PCSO has been in contact regarding the damage caused by 4*4 vehicles using the various byways, he has asked if we have registration numbers of offending vehicles and if so please could we pass these on to him.  He has asked us to complete a form, the Clerk will do this. It was noted that following the ditch and concrete blocks being instated at the Gravel, one vehicle owner had tried to access the Gravel via a neighbouring Farmer’s field and had got stuck, the Police had attended but the outcome was unknown, we will contact our PCSO to try to ascertain what the outcome of the Police intervention was. 8pm-Mr Oxley stepped out of the meeting at this point.

	PLANNING

	7.1


	S/0239/15/FL-Demolition of 2*2 bedroom bungalows and erection of four bedroom house, garage and temporary mobile home for 2 years for S Rolph. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Robinson, 10 for, 1 Councillor absent for the vote. Mr Burling noted that the density of this application may not satisfy the District Council’s requirements.

S/0317/15/LD-Lawful development certificate re 17 The Lanes for S Prevost, for information only 

S/0350/15/FL-Single storey side extension and garage conversion at 71 Mill Road for D Greening. Mr Lewis proposed “no objections” seconded by Mr Fenn, 10 for, 1Councillor absent for the vote.
S/0470/15/FL-Retention of temporary modular building for office use-extension of time limit to three years at Riverview Farm for K Collier. Mr Sutton proposed “no objection” seconded by Mr Mason, 10 for, 1Councillor absent for the vote.

	S/0255/15/FL-Proposed dwelling and access-half storey, 3 bedroom house on land SE of 1 Mustills Lane for B Taylor. Mr Burling noted that the original application had been turned down due to the size and mass of the proposed dwelling and plans for a much smaller dwelling had then been submitted and passed, however this application shows a significant increase in size over the approved dwelling. Mr Robinson proposed “no objections”, seconded by Mr Lewis, 7 for, 2 against, 1 abstention and 1Councillor absent for the vote. Concerns were expressed over the screening and it was agreed we should make a comment to ask for the current hedge to be retained to provide screening.

	Appeals-We have been notified that the appeal in relation to the erection of 2 pairs of semi-detached houses adjacent to No 66 has been dismissed.
18 Mill Road-We have been contacted by a resident who has made objections to the application by Mr & Mrs Corney who has learnt that this application has gone to appeal but he has not been officially notified of this. It was noted that we, too have not been informed of this and our District Councillor is making enquiries as to why this appears to have been overlooked. Mr Burling had taken this up with the Planning Officers several times and it was agreed we contact them too.

Proposed donation in the memory of Roy Adams. Mr Burling had been approached by the family who had asked if the Parish would accept a commemorative item in Mr Adam’s memory, it was suggested perhaps a bench on the Green would be appropriate although we will wait for their official request.
Youth Club-We have been contacted by the previous Treasurer of the Youth Club and it appears that the County Council had insisted that the funds raised when the club was run by the Village, amounting to £1,363 be passed on to them although with the proviso that if the club should ever cease then those funds would be returned to the Village. It was agreed we should ask for this money back before remitting the £1,250 and therefore this payment was held over.

	We will monitor the measures we have put in place at the Gravel. It was noted there is quite a lot of rubbish at Overcote and we will see if it would be possible for this to be cleared by Community Service.

	REPORTS FROM PC REPRESENTATIVES ON OTHER BODIES 

	
	9.08 Mr Oxley re-entered the meeting.
OCA-Mr Burling reported that there is no change on the finance front although lettings appear to be on the increase and it is possible that the Centre could let rooms to commercial enterprises, something they had previously thought was not possible. Steps are underway to try to resolve the OCE/OCA relationship but it has now come to the stage where legal intervention is necessary. Mr Burling asked if the Council, if they were able, would be minded to assist financially. It was noted that we have been advised that until the relationship between OCA and OCE is resolved the Parish cannot pledge financial resources but we will write to our legal adviser and clarify this again. An email had been received from Steve Couper, an OCA Trustee and Mr Burling noted that this was not the correct channel for reporting and that all communications from CA should be addressed via himself as our representative, we will respond to Mr Couper accordingly.
Hanson-Meeting to be held this coming week.

Electrical recycling-Wiser recycling has contacted us to ask if we can arrange another electrical recycling collection. It was noted that the funds from the previous collection did not appear to have been received as yet and the Clerk had contacted them to chase this up in February but had received no response as yet, she will contact them again.

ODC-The minbus launch will be held this coming Saturday
A14 update-Mr Twiss had attended this event and a couple of things of significance had been flagged, one being the interchange at Swavesey, apparently when the service area here was built, assurances had been given that there would always be an access to this area from A14 and this was the reason behind this interchange, the second significant point was that there was no provision for motorists coming from A428 to turn south onto M11. In order for this to be possible it would mean an extra level at this junction would be necessary and it was deemed this would be inappropriate in such a rural location.

Northstowe Transport working group-Mr Twiss is to attend this meeting tomorrow evening and will be pushing for provision of an access for cyclists to the guided busway from the windmill on Gravel Bridge Road.

Magpas-Request for financial support. It is our practise to donate only to local charities except in extraordinary circumstances.
Admiral Vernon-A resident has contacted us to ask if we can do anything about the pile of rubbish which has been left behind the pub, apparently this is spoil which the pub owners have deposited and is now being added to. The resident is concerned this is a fire hazard and is attracting vermin. This was noted.

Mill Road path-we have received an email from a concerned resident outlining the danger of this road in the absence of a footpath. It was agreed we refer this to the County Council and perhaps ask for a cyclepath here as so much funding seems to be available around the County for this purpose.

Adopt a kiosk-We have received communications asking if we would like to adopt the telephone kiosks, at present it is still being decided which ones will be de-commissioned. Mr Twiss had noticed that since the kiosk on the Green had been painted the door had been painted shut, we will ask BT to come and remedy this.
