06/03/2026	Planning / Tree works Applications Update.
6.1 26/00512/TDC - Land R/o 75 Station Road Over. Technical Details Consent for the erection of a self-build/ custom build dwelling along with new access and associated works pursuant to the grant of Permission in Principle under Ref:25/03514/PIP. No objections.
6.2 26/00220/HFUL - 79 Willingham Road Over Cambridgeshire.  Two storey side and rear extension and installation of 4no. brick piers to front. External Insulation and Render. No objections.
6.3 25/01530/OUT - Land At Randalls Lane.  Outline application for the erection of up to 6 self build/custom build dwellings with all matters reserved except access and layout. This application has previously been considered by the Council and objections were raised in relation to poor access and highway safety concerns. Members noted that access to Randalls Lane is already difficult and there is a significant amount of traffic, and that the proposed development would add further pressure to the lane. It was also noted that the appeal submission does not appear to have addressed the concerns previously raised by the Council. Concerns were also raised regarding whether the proposed access arrangements would affect access to the cottage, and regarding potential water run-off due to the adjacent ditch not being maintained. The Council therefore resolved to object to the application.
6.4 26/0188/TTCA - 65 High Street Over Cambridgeshire. T 1 - Cedar - Fell to ground level. No objections.

9.3 Over Day Centre – Finances heading in the right direction. Second minibus is bringing in more clients. Two main projects for this year, extension at the front of the building and the project for the hospital discharge service.

11/03/2026	Maintenance to Parish Land (including ponds). 
To note, one of the lime trees dropped a branch on the green. The chair has asked for the tree to be risk assessed. 
	
12/03/2026 	Football pitch completion – time and progress. 
The Chair reported that they met with Hayfield on Friday. Hayfield confirmed they expect to be off site by May 2026 and that all houses have now been sold. The football pitch grading works between the upper and lower pitches are expected to be completed within the next 3–4 weeks. The area has been moved and mapped accordingly. It was also noted that emails had been received regarding the trig point, and the Chair confirmed that a response has been sent.

13/03/2026	Microsoft 365 subscriptions.
	Clerk to cancel the subscription for the licenses for the councillors and keep the singular license for the clerk. 

14/03/2026	Cambridgeshire Growth Company.
	A consultation document had been circulated prior to the meeting. The proposal would replace publicly elected councillors with a private body responsible for decision-making.
Councillors raised concerns that large scale developments could be brought forward in villages without input from local councils. It was noted that the consultation deadline is 1st April. Councillors were encouraged to review the document, raise any questions, and submit comments. It was also noted that the scope covers an area within approximately 18 miles of Cambridge, which could indirectly affect Over. The final decision will be influenced by the results of the consultation, and councillors were therefore encouraged to raise any concerns.

16/03/2026	To review and discuss sponsorship package from FOPS
	The Chair reported that they had met with FOPS to discuss whether any Section 106 funding had been allocated for the school. It was confirmed that no specific S106 funds had been set aside for this purpose. The Clerk was asked to review existing S106 funds to determine whether any remaining allocations may be appropriate to support the school. It was noted that, should the Council consider making a contribution towards the playground, there would need to be a condition that the equipment is properly maintained. Prior to any decision being made, councillors requested clarification on the available S106 funds and for an agreement with the school/governors to ensure a ring-fenced amount is set aside for the ongoing maintenance of the play equipment.
